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SUMMARY

On September 27, 2011, the Office of Special Counse! {O8C) referred a whistleblower disclosure to the Secretary of
Agriculture which required the U, S, Department of Agriculture (USDA) to conduct an investigation into the
allegations. Joseph HASTINGS, Information Technology Specialist, Infrastructure and Operations Division (10D),
ITS, was identified as the whistieblower and repeored that DURKEMAN and BARCLAY for approximately ten years
had ordered millions of doliars of informalion technology eguipment, including routers, servers, and switches, but
prevented the equipment from being recorded in the inventory management sysiem. The OSC concluded that there
was a substantisl likelihood that the information the whistieblower provided had disciosed & violation of law, rule, or
regulation and gross mismanagement and speculated that this could have resulted in the Agency bearing the cost of
repairs for equipment covered under manufacturer’s warranties,

The AMS Compliance Branch’s investigation determined that from fiscal year 2007 1o fiscal year 2011, ITS had not
expended miljions of dollars for IT equipment as alleged, a total of $663,423 was expended by ITS for information
technalogy equipment, It was also determined that no money was spent to repair ifems that were under
manufactures’” warranty, A Compliance Branch review of supporting documents determined 360 items were
unaccounted for. A subsequent inventory by ITS located 213 items and determined that 152 items of equipment
were unaccounted for, of which 141 items were listed as “older than 5 years, obsolete and would have been
surplussed,” and the other 11 items were listed as “item under 3500, item not found.”

DUKEMAN said she did not prevent HASTINGS from maintaining a proper inventory of ITS’ equipment.
DUKEMAN said she had instructed others within ITS to provide HASTINGS with agsistance in reconciling his
inventory. BARCLAY said he departed AMS in March 2007; however when he was with ITS, he did not prevent
HASTINGS from performing his inventory responsibilities.

BASIS FOR INVESTIGATION

On October 19, 2011, Karen MESSMORE, Director, Office of Human Regources Management
{OHRM)}, USDA, requested that AMS initiate an investigation into the allegations made to the
Office of Special Counsel {DI1-11-3458). MESSMORE directed that the investigation had to be
conducted by a credentialed Personnel Misconduct Investigator. The AMS Compliance Branch
is responsible for misconduct investi gations within AMS and has credentialed P ersonnel
Misconduct Investigators assigned to the staff.

BACKGROUND

In evaluating the whistleblower compiaint, David TRYKOWSKI, Director; Compliance Safety
and Security Divigion, (CSSD), AMS lirnfted the investigative review to the previous five years
despite the fact that the whistleblower had alleged the practice had been occurting for the last ten
years. This decision was predicated upon the fact that HASTINGS only assumed responsibility
for the IMS in 2007, when Larry DOSIER, Information Technology Specialist, Enterprise
Application Services Division (EASD), ITS, accepted a new posiiion within the agency.
DOSIER was interviewed during this investigation and stated that the inventory was up to date
when he tuned it over to HASTINGS and raised no concerns with equipment accountzbility
during the time period he was responsible for this function.

ITS’ mission i8 to provide an effective and cost efficient IT environment for the AMS
community. TS creates, maintaing, and supports a Secure corporate computing infrastructure
that makes wise use of inpovative technologies, ITS supports the user community with an
Internet presence, effective collaboration tools, reliable data networks, desktop systems support,
planning of strategic IT initiatives, and application. hosting and consulting,

In September 2000, I'TS purchased IntellilTrack, a database software program that produced
barcode labels and a hand scanner, which enabled ITS to inventory all of its equipment and store
the data in one central database. IntelliTrack was a commercial off the shelf program that was
hosted on the ITS server and the client program was installed on the end users” desktop/laptop
computer. In 2001; IntelliTrack operated from the Windows NT platform, however in 2002,
IntelliTrack upgraded to Windows XP Professional platform for the end user process, ITS’
user/client computers operated on Windows XP Professional during this imeframe. The initial
setup required the Property Officer (PO) to physicaily barcode all IT equipment by entering the
make, medel, serial number, etc., into the IntelliTrack database template. After all IT equipment
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was entered inte IntelliTrack, the annual inventory simply required the end user to scan the
equipment for verification and validation ofrecord. If an item was not in the existing inventory,
the end user had to input the new information into the IntelliTrack template and save the record
which then added the item to the database.

Marketing Regulatory Program Directive 5000.2, Sensitive Property Management, dated
7/18/06, identified sensitive property as laptop computers, firearms and two way radio
equipment, and required this type of property be uniquely identified through paper or metal
decals, barcodes or etching/engraving in the property (6. a. & e.). For additional details, refer to
the Directive attached as Exhibit 1.

Information Technology Group Directive 202, Acquisition and Asset Management
Procedures, revised 01/19/2007, required the OCIO Equipment Inventory Manager to enter the
data into the AMS IT Equipment Inventory Management Systermn upon receipt of property,
confirm accuracy of serial munbers, and attach inventory bar code numbers on all equipment
within 4 hours of request for inventory action by OCIO (3. a.~c.). For additional details, refer to
the Directive attached as Exhibit 2.

DUKEMAN has been employed with AMS since 1983, DUKEMAN has held mumerous IT
positions within AMS to include System Administrator, Helpdesk, E-Business, and was
promoted to Director, IOD, ITS, in May 2007, when BARCLAY departed the Agency. In her
position as Director, DUKEMAN provided oversight and maintained operations of the servers,
storage, switches, routers, authentication of users to the network, telecommunication matters,
blackberries, and service desk/helpdesk operations.

BARCLAY was employed by the Forest Service from January 1994 to February 1996, In
February 1996, BARCLAY accepted a position with Enterprise Management Service (EMS),
AMS, and remained with EMS until his departure in March 2007, when he retumed to the Forest
Service and relocated to Albuquerque, NM. From 2001 to 2002, BARCLAY was the Branch
Chief of EMS, known today as ITS. BARCLAY s duties and responsibilities included anything
IT related {o include servers, routers, and switches.

BAILEY has been the Deputy Administrator and CIO, ITS, since May 2000. BAILEY managed
the I policies, the Agency IT infrastructure, and the IT operations of the Agency.

DETAILS

Allegation 1: DUKEMAN and BARCLAY prevenied HASTINGS from maintaining a
proper inventory of ITS’ government equipnzent.

HASTINGS stated he obtained oversight and responsibility of the IntelliTrack software program
in 2006. HASTINGS said he decided not to utilize IntelliTrack and replaced the software with
the Information Management System (IMS), a Microsoft Office Excel spreadsheet he created.
HASTINGS said he unmnstalled InfelliTrack from the ITS server because there was a problem
with the hand scanner and IntelliTrack was no longer compatible with the operating system ITS
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utilized at that time. HASTINGS said he continued to nse the barcodes provided by IntelliTrack,
but not the software. HASTINGS said he was responsible for maintaining the IMS to account
for ali of ITS’ information technology equipment. HASTINGS said that he was also responsible
for barcoding and inventorying the equipment, however DUKEMAN and BARCLAY did not
allow him access to secure areas, therefore he could not complete his inventories as required.

HASTINGS stated that millions of doliars of ITS’ equipment was unaccounted for because it
was not listed on his IMS spreadsheet. HASTINGS said that he was not always notified when
new equipment arrived so he had fo track down the purchase orders whenever he observed new
equipment 1n the halls. HASTINGS said he notified DURKEMAN and Frank FEUSTEL, Senior
Network Engineer, TTS, that he was unable to account for all of ITS” equipment. HASTINGS
said he recently posted his IMS spreadsheet on the AGNIS Intranet website, so everyone in [OD
could access it and update it as necessary. HASTINGS stated he provided the spreadsheet to
OSC after they called and requested the document, however he did not have time to update the
spreadsheet before he sent if. For additional details, refer to the signed sworn statement of
HASTINGS attached as Exhibit 3.

A review of the ITS Incoming Packages Log (Log) for the timeframe of May 2009 through 2011
provided that a total of 1,222 items were received in the ITS Front Office. Ofthe 1,222 items
received in ITS® Front Office, a total of 27 packages were addressed to HASTINGS. Ofthe 27
itemng addregsed to HASTINGS, he actually signed for 40 deliveries to include items that were
not addressed to him but other staff personnel. For additional information, please refer to
Exhibit 19.

The IMS Excel spreadsheet provided by HASTINGS to OSC consisted of approximately 1,454
IT related items.” According to the spreadsheet, 205 items did not have barcodes assigned of

which 9 were laptops and 11 were desktops. For additional details, refer to the Spreadsheet
attached as Exhibit 4.

F. Jeffrey ZOLLICOFFER, Information Technology Specialist, [OD, ITS, Lakewood, CO, stated
that he managed everything on the network with the exception of switches and routers, which
were managed by FEUSTEL. ZOLLICOFFER said he had not previously viewed the
spreadsheet that was provided to OSC, however on August 1 and 2, 2011, he provided
HASTINGS with a complete listing of the I'TS inventory in Lakewood, CO. ZOLLICOFFER
said he knew which servers I'TS had in its inveniory, so if HASTINGS had 2 question about the
servers or any I'T equipment, all HASTINGS had to do was ask him. ZOLLICOFFER said
HASTINGS never called hirm about IT equipment. For additional details, refer to the signed
sworn statemnent of ZOLLICOFFER attached as Exhibit 5,

ZOLLICOFFER provided copies of the emails he sent to HASTINGS on August 1, 2011 and
August 2,2011, with the excel spreadsheets he utilized to track ITS’ equipment in CO.
According to the spreadsheet, all of ITS’ equipment and servers in CO were accounted for. For
additional details, refer to the spreadsheets attached as Exhibit 6.

-1 The IMS spreadsheet listed 27 barcodes on blank lines without any actual equipment identified (1637, 1098-1117, 1136, 1137, 1182-1184, and
1200}
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FEUSTEL stated that he managed the AMS network and purchased IT equipment for the

" network to include routers and switches. FEUSTEL said that equipment was occasionally stored
in his office to which HASTINGS had access. FEUSTEL said HASTINGS had the opportunity
to barcode the routers in his office if he needed to, as HASTINGS’ office was right next door.
FEUSTEL said if the equipment was too large, it was placed in the server room hallway® until it
was moved into the server room. FEUSTEL said that HASTINGS had access to. the equipment
to inventory and barcode as necessary, however HASTINGS expected FEUSTEL to provide him
with the information on the new equipment. FEUSTEL said it appeared that HASTINGS wanted
FEUSTEL to barcode the equipment for him. FEUSTEL said he only cbserved HASTINGS
barcode laptops and desktop computers when HASTINGS worked directly for him.

FEUSTEL stated he had received a spreadsheet from HASTINGS and reported back to
DUKEMAN that the spreadsheet was garbage. FEUSTEL said the equipment on the spreadsheet
was outdated and I'TS no longer had the equipment in their possession. FEUSTEL said
DUKEMAN instructed FEUSTEL to provide as much information as possible to HASTINGS to -
help him reconcile his inventory. FEUSTEL stated he provided HASTINGS with his own
spreadsheet which he color coded and made notes on. FEUSTEL stated that by sending
HASTINGS his inventories, he and ZOLLICOFFER did HASTINGS job for him. FEUSTEL
stated even after he provided HASTINGS an updated inventory in April 2011, HASTINGS still
had not placed barcodes on the equipment, For additional details, refer to the signed sworn
gtatement of FEUSTEL attached as Exhibit 7.

On April 12, 2011, FEUSTEL emailed HASTINGS a copy of an exce! spreadsheet he utilized to
track ITS” equipment. According to the spreadsheet provided by FEUSTEL, of the 112 items
listed on the Routers/Switches Inventory, only the 11 items highlighted in yellow belonged to the
Network Infrastructure Team (NIT). FEUSTEL noted that the items highlighted in red did not
belong to the Network Team and the items in green were old equipment that most likely was
surplussed. For additional details, refer to the Spreadsheet attached as Exhibit 8.

Analysis of all three spreadsheets by the Compliance Branch determined the servers, routers and
switches were not all accounted for nor did all items contain barcodes. The Compliance Branch
reviewed ITS’ existing Report of Transfer or Other Disposition or Construction of Property (AD-
107 Forms). The forms were reviewed to determine what items were surplussed, transferred,
donated, or destroyed by ITS. In addition, the Compliance Branch reviewed the Animal and
Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS), Personal Property Physical Inventory Report (PROP-
302 Forms) for Fiscal Years 2007 through 2011. This report listed all equipment assigned to 1TS
which cost $5,000 or more. ‘The review determined that some of the items HASTINGS
identified as unaccounied on his spreadsheet were accounted for by ZOLLICOFFER and
FEUSTEL in their responses back to HASTINGS in Aprii and August 2011, respectively. After
reviewing the AD-107 and PROP-302 forms,” there were still 360 items on HASTINGS’ IMS
Spreadsheet that were unaccounted for. For additional details, refer to Exhibit 9.

2 In the OSC complaint, HASTINGS referred to the server room hall way as the secure breezeway. This room was open to all 10D staff
Monday through Friday from 7 a.n. to 5 p.s.

3 Dueto the volume of forms obtained the fonns were not attached s an exhibitto this report, however copies of the forms were retained by the
Compliance Branch,
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The Compliance Branch forwarded the spreadsheet to BAILEY identifying the 360 items that
were unaccounted for based on HASTINGS s IMS spreadsheet. The Compliance Branch
requesfted ITS determine 1f the items were still in ITS’ inventory and if so, the current location of
each item. For additional details, refer to Exhibit 10.

BAILEY provided an updated spreadsheet verifying the status and location of the 360 items and
identified five additional items that were not on IMS” spreadsheet. 1TS added those items to the
final list, bringing the total items reviewed te 365, Of the 365 items reviewed, 213 items were
located to include two taptops without a barcode; however 152 items were unaccounted for by
ITS. ITS reported that 141 of the 152 unaccounted items were “older than five years, cbsolete
and $0; would have been surplussed,” however ITS did not provide any supporting
documentation that the items were actually surplussed. ITS identified the remaining 11 items of
the 152 unaccounted items as “Item under $500, item not found.” For additional details, refer to
Exhibit 11.

A review of ITS” Inventory Reconciliation by the Compliance Branch determined that the 152
enaccounted items included the following: (28) items were PC workstations, (1) ifem was a
laptop, (7} items were servers, (3) items were routers, and (9) items were swifches. The 11 items
ITS reported as “not found” consisted of the following: (3) Dell docking stations models
unknown, (4) Dell Monitors (manufactured between 2005 and 2007 based on Model number},
(1) Dell monitor stand, and (3) port replicators which are similar to docking stations. For
additional details, refer to Exhibit 12.

The Compliance Branch also reviewed the total amount expended by ITS from FY 2007 through
FY 2011. -The Budget Object Classification codes (as reported by the AMS Budget Office)
identified the codes associated with the purchases. ITS had a total of $663,423 obligated for IT
equipment from FY 2007 through FY 2011, with a total of $584,507 disbursed as of November
3,2011.* The Compliance Brancly’s review determined that ITS had not expended millions of
dollars in purchases for IT equipment as originally alleged. For additional details, refer to
Exhibit 13. :

On November 22, 2011, Serita DANIEL, Chief, Administrative Staff, Planning and
Accountability Division (PAD), was contacted and requested to provide any expenditures
associated with repairing laptop or desktop computers from 2006 through 2011, DANIEL
related that she searched the Procurement Database from 2006 to current day and was unable to
locate any instance where ITS, AMS paid to repair any laptop/deskiop computer. For additional
information, refer to the email dated November 22, 2011 @ 3:19pm by DANIEL attached as
Exhibit 20. '

Lamry W. DOSIER, Information Technology Specialist, EASD, ITS, stated he worked with
InteliiTrack from 2003 to late 2007/early 2008, prior to turning the program over to HASTINGS.

4 Pregram code 8574 was utilized to purchase IT equipment related to AMS® virtnalization of servers, when AMS reduced the mumber of its

servers from 255 to 133, Fhe equipment purchased undsr this code was assipned to s2ch Program within AMS who was then responsible for
acconmtability of those items.
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DOSIER said IntelliTrack was a reliable program which operated from the Windows XP
Professional platform on ITS client computers. DOSIER stated HASTINGS shadowed his work
but was never formally trained on the use of the program. DOSIER said when he fumned the
program over io HASTINGS the inventory was up to date so it was unnecessary to conduct a
final inventory before his departure. DOSIER said the spreadsheet HASTINGS used to frack
ITS” inventory was one that HASTINGS created on his own; however be was unaware of any
reason for HASTINGS to stop using IntelliTrack. DOSIER said that HASTINGS informed him
he was not going to use the program and that he had actually disabled the program and removed
it from the server so it could not be used. DOSIER stated afier he departed 10D, HASTINGS
never came to him 1o reguest assistance with IntelliTrack., DOSIER said that the policy in place
when he was the property officer was that equipment should not be placed in service before it
was logged into the system and barcoded. DOSIER said the only exception to the policy was for
routers, switches or servers which were mission critical and had to be replaced immediately.
DOSTER said in those incidents a barcode would be applied at 2 later date. For additional
details, refer to the signed sworn statement of DOSIER attached as Exhibit 14,

BAILEY stated he was unaware of any problem with the ITS inventory until he was informed of
the Compliance Branch’s investigation on behalf of OSC. BAILEY stated to his knowledge, ITS
had not purchased millions of dollars of TT equipment since he had been with ITS, nor was ITS
missing any [T equipment. BAILEY said that ITS certified annually to APHIS the
accountability of all IT equipment vatued at $5,000 or more, which APHIS input in the National
Finance Center (NFC) Database. BAILEY said in addition to the NFC database, ITS
maintained its own spreadsheet which HASTINGS was responsible for maintaining and .
updating. BAILEY said he was not familiar with the IntelliTrack program but he did recall that
at one time TS had a hand scanner that aliowed one to scan a barcode and the inventory system
would read the barcode and certify the inventory. BAILEY stated he was informed the hand
scanner malfunctioned frequently so ITS stopped using the program.

BAILEY stated servers, routers, and switches did not require barcodes because this type of
equipment was not assigned to an employee nor was there much application for personal use.
BAILEY said that equipment was rack mounted industrial components which had no value to an
individual user and because the items were highly specialized devices there was litile value on
the black market. BAILEY stated the servers were located n server rooms that were only
accessed when there was a problem by certain authorized ITS employees, BAILEY said
HASTINGS could request access from an authorized person 1f he needed to mventory the
routers, servers and switches.

BAILEY stated the Information Technology Group Directive 202, revised 01/19/2007, was a
guideline related to acquisition and asset management procedures. BAILEY stated the Directive
did not specifically identify which items needed to be barcoded and inventoried. BAILEY said
that if an item could be easily removed from the bailding such as laptops, monitors, desktop
computers, the item should be barcoded. BAILEY said that servers, routers and switches were
not items someone could place under their arm and walk out of the building without being
questioned. BAILEY said that ITS had no other written policy for HASTINGS to follow as it
pertained to equipment accountability and inventory.
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BAILEY stated hie decided who was authorized to take equipment home to their residences,
BAILEY stated BARCLAY never took servers, routers, or switches home to his residence.
BAILEY said he never heard that DUKEMAN and BARCLAY prevented HASTINGS from
conducting his inventory to ensure accountability of government equipment. If HASTINGS |
needed access to the server room, or cooperation from any other employee, all he had to do was
ask. BAILEY stated the breszeway HASTINGS speaks about in his complaint is actually not
secure during the day. It is open to everyone from 7 am. to 3 p.m. Monday thru Friday.
BAILEY stated the service desk personnel are located off that breezeway so when the service
desk closes down for the evening, the door is locked and secured. BAILEY stated he has never
known BARCLAY or DUKEMAN to lock equipment in their office to purposefully prevent
HASTINGS from conducting his inventory. For additional details, refer to the signed swom
statement of BAILEY attached as Exhibit 15.

BARCLAY related that he never supervised HASTINGS, however after HASTINGS
accidentally formatted the exchange server, it seemed HASTINGS always had a problem with
him. BARCLAY related ITS did not have a policy that reguired notification to HASTINGS that
new equipment had arrived and required inventorying and barcoding. BARCLAY related ke
never told HASTINGS he could not inventory his equipment. BARCLAY related when routers
were received from the vendors to ITS, they were delivered from the vendor to the ITS Front
Office. BARCLAY related he would configure the router and send them out to the respective
site, BARCLAY related he could not recall if routers required barcoding or if they were shipped
without being barcoded. BARCLAY related he has not performed this function since March
2007, so his memories on the procedures are a bit sketchy.

BARCLAY related the area referred to as the breezeway was open from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday
thri: Priday and was used to store large pieces of equipment such as server racks, routers, and
switches prior to the items being sent out or moved into the server room. BARCLAY related
HASTINGS had access to the breezeway like evervone else, BARCLAY related when he was in
ITS, the switches were leased and did not belong to AMS so they did not require accountability
such as barcoding since the items were not Government property. BARCILAY related he did
lock his office, however the only items he retained in his office were cell phones he keptina
locked cabinet. BARCLAY related the routers, switches, racks and servers were too big for the
office so they were kept in the breezeway. BARCLAY related he did recall HASTINGS
entering the server room to barcode eguipment but he never denied him access or refused to
allow him to conduct his inventory. BARCLAY related he never took routers, servers or
switches home with him. BARCLAY related HASTINGS was responsible for surplussing
equipment and sanitizing it before it left the agency. BARCLAY said iterns that were awaiting
surplus, transfer or destruction were placed in a cage in the sub-basement of USDA South. For
additional details, refer to the memorandum of BARCLAY s interview attached as Exhibit 16.

DUKEMAN stated that HASTINGS was responsible to inventory, barcode and surplus ITS” IT
equipment. DUKEMAN stated her primary concerns for barcoding were the iaptop and desktop
computers however she did inform HASTINGS that she wanted and expected a complete
mventory. DUKEMAN said HASTINGS’ job was to inveniory the new items when they arrived
at ITS’ Front Office. DUKEMAN said HASTINGS was responsible for the setup of new
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systems {f necessary; barcoding of the equipment prior to the equipment being issued;
gurpiussing oid ITS equipment and updating and completing amnually, the inventory report
PROP-302 which was provided to ITS by APHIS. DUKEMAN said HASTINGS’ responsibility
in relation to the servers, routers and switches was to ensure the items were inventoried and
barcoded, because the maintenance responsibility for the servers, routers, and switches was
assigned to FEUSTEL’s network team and ZOLLICOFFER s server team.

DUKEMAN stated HASTINGS informed her that portions of his spreadsheet were missing
information. DUKEMAN said that HASTINGS could have easily retrieved the information
reguired to complete his spreadsheet, however she instructed ZOLLICOFFER and FEUSTEL to
update their equipment list for HASTINGS® spreadsheet. DUKEMAN said that FEUSTEL and
ZOLLICOFFER provided their current inventory information to HASTINGS, but she did not
know if HASTINGS had updated his spreadsheet, DUKEMAN said HASTINGS never voiced
any concem over desktops or laptops that he could not locate. DUKEMAN said she did not
recall HASTINGS ever telling her that surplussed equipment did not have barcodes.

" DUKEMAN said surplussing IT equipment was HASTINGS’ responsibility so even if the
surplus equipment he received did not have a barcode, the equipment was gtill accounted for as it
was in his possession.

DUKEMAN said the mere size of the IT equipment required her staff to find secure places to
house the deliveries. DUKEMAN said the breezeway was open from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday
thru Friday, at which time it was then locked to secure the equipment stored in the breezeway.
DUXEMAN said she was familiar with Directive 202 because her office was in the process of
re-writing several directives including this one. DUKEMAN stated that HASTINGS was the
person assigned o re-write the inventory portion of Directive 202. DUKEMAN said she
informed HASTINGS that if 4 howss to document and barcode the new equipment was not
sufficient time, he should recommend a different timeframe which she will consider as long as it
was within reason. DUKEMAN stated her door was usually open during the day unless she was
in a meeting. DUKEMAN said equipment was occasionally stored in her office because it had
to be removed frorm the ITS Front Office. DUKEMAN said she has mformed HASTINGS to not
worry about inventorying an item at that time if she was in the middle of something else or if the
equipment was in the hall way and blocking the elevators.

DUKEMAN said she never witnessed BARCLAY remove government equipment from the
building for use at his personal residence. DUKEMAN stated she never prevented HASTINGS
from entering I'T equipment info his spreadsheet. DUKEMAN said HASTINGS was frequently
out of the office on leave. DUKEMAN said HASTINGS did not have a back-up person to
perform his responsibilities when he was on leave. DUKEMAN said if new equipment arrived
when HASTINGS was on leave and the recipient of the product was in the office; she cannot
control if the person picked up their equipment before HASTINGS piaced a barcode on the
inventory. DUKEMAN said all equipment, with the exception of the merchandise for Colorado,
comes into the 7% Wing of the USDA South Building and was easily attainable in.cases where it
was released to the end user/requestor prior to the barcoding process. DUKEMAN stated she
never prevented HASTINGS from entering IT equipment into his spreadsheet. For additional
details, refer to the signed swom statement of DUKEMAN attached as Exhibit 17.
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Allegation 2: Due to lack of oversight, ITS incurred service charges for products under

warranty.

HASTINGS stated that Kevin WILSON, OSC, contacted him after he filed his complaint on
August 8, 2011, and requested bis spreadsheet and the ITG Directive 202. HASTINGS stated
that during their conversation, WILSON asked if TS paid for repairs on items that were under
warranty. HASTINGS said WILSON suggested this and HASTINGS said he concurred.
HASTINGS stated that he was unaware of any information pertaining to warranties on servess,
routers or switches as those warranties were handled by ZOLLICOFFER and FEUSTEL. For
additional details, refer to the signed sworn statements of HASTINGS attached

as Exhibits 3 and 18,

BAILEY related that laptops and desktop computers contained an Express Service Code as well
as a Service Tag number. BAILEY stated the user or HASTINGS could enter the code into
Deli.com’s warranty website and the information pertaining to the laptop/desktop would be
displayed.

BAILEY related when the vendor was contacted, the Express Service Code was provided and the
caller was informed if the item was under warranty. BAILEY said if the ifem was under
warranty, the service repair was captured under the warranty process. If the item was not under
watranty, a decision was made as to the age of the equipment and if it should be surplused or
repaired. BAILEY said the lifecycle and warranty currently in place for laptops/desktop
computers was three years. For additional details, refer to the Memorandum of Interview of
BAILEY attached a5 Exhibit 21.

On November 22, 2011, Compliance Officer (CO) COURTNEY queried the Dell.com website,
specifically,http:/support.dell.com/support/topics/global .aspx/support/my_systems info/details?
c=usdres=] 9&I=ends=pub to establish if any user could access warranty information as it
pertained to any Service Tag number. The query provided the warranty information was
available for viewing by any user who attempted to research the equipment warranty, For
additional information refer to Review of Process, attached as Exhibit 22.

CO COURTNEY reviewed ITS Unaccountable Equipment as of 10/31/2011, (Exhibit 10) and
searched the Deil.com website for 37 laptops listed’. Of the 37 laptops, 18 contained warranties;
17 laptop warranties were expired and 2 laptops were unable to be vaiidated ag the information
contained in the IMS spreadsheet appeared to be incorrect.

ZOLLICOFFER stated whenever someone called HP regarding I'T equipment and provided HP
with the serial number HP immediately informed you whether or not the equipment was under
warranty. ZOLLICOFEFER said that affer an ifem was out of warranty, the HP service desk
would not speak with them, ZOLLICOFFER said if the server was still under warranty, HP
worked diligently to repair the problem or replace the server. ZOLLICOFFER said HASTINGS

5. 36 of the 37 laptops were part of the 213 tems ultimately located by TTS during its subsequent inventory, Cne laptop remains unaccounted
for. This is one of the two laptops that could not be validated because of an incorrest service tag number.

Complizance Branch
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had little to no involvement in the purchasing of servers. ZOLLICOFFER said whenever a new
server arrived in Colorado, he placed a barcode on the server and informed HASTINGS of the
make, model, serial number and barcode since it was HASTINGS job to retain the inventory.
ZOLLICOFFER stated if a server needed repair, HASTINGS would not know. ZOLLICOFFER
said when a HP server was purchased by USDA; HP provided the warranty information so
USDA did not have to complete any additional paperwork. ZOLLICOFFER said that 1f an
extended warranty was purchased it was automatically added to the HP warranty list.
ZOLLICOFFER said if HASTINGS had a question about IT equipment warranties, all he had to
do was call hitn which HASTINGS had never done. For additional details, refer to the signed
sworn statement of ZOLLICOFFER attached as Exhibit 5,

FEUSTEL stated the server room contained all CISCO equipment covered under the SmartNet
warranty program except for two Riverbed Appliances items that were leased and under
warranty. FEUSTEL said at one time the IT equipment had various wamranty renewal dates,
however he simplified the process by arranging for all the CISCO equipment to be renewed on
the same date each year. FEUSTEL said that each year when it was titae to renew the CISCO
warranties, he inventoried all the network equipment and obtained price gquotes for ail the
equipment. FEUSTEL said that routers and switches were all under warranty so 1o money was
expended to repair those items. FEUSTEL said when BARCLAY wag at ITS, the routers were
leased through Verizon who serviced the equipment as required in the lease, For additional
details, refer to the signed sworn statement of FEUSTEL, attached as Exhibit 7.

BARCLAY related when he was with I0D, they had not paid for repair work on an item that was
under warranty. He related the warranty system in place did not allow s to transpire.
BARCLAY related the only items that were replaced on servers were the hard drives when they
went bad, BARCLAY related he was very conscientious when it came to spending the
government’s money. For addifional details, refer to the memorandum of BARCLAY s
interview attached as Exhibit 16.

" DUKEMAN said that server, routers and switches were all covered under warranfies and when
someone logged in to the manufactures website, it identified what was under warranty.
DUKEMAN said that IOD had not paid for work on a server, router or switch that was covered
under & warranty since she became the supervisor, DUKEMAN said that FEUSTEL and
ZOLLICOFFER maintained the equipment and warranties. For additional details, refer to the
signed sworm statement of DUKEMAN attached as Exhibit 17.

BAILEY stated ZOLLICOFFER and FEUSTEL were responsible for accountability of the
servers, routers and switches, BAILEY said HASTINGS did not monitor the warranties for the
servers, routers, or switches, BAILEY said servers, routers and switches were covered under
SmartNet or HP warranties of which ZOLLICOFFER and FEUSTEL had oversight. BAILEY
stated the Agency did not pay for services on a server, router or switch if the item was under
warranty because the SmartNet system prevented this from occurring. BAILEY stated it would
be counter intritive to request service outside of the warranty because it would result in a longer
response time. BAJLEY said HASTINGS job was to track the warraniies for desktop and laptop

This Dirsctive states the Marketing and Regulatory Programs (MRP) policy for sensitive
property management within the Agricultural Marketing Service (AMS), Animal and
Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS), and Grain Inspection, Packers and Stockyards
Administration (GIPSA).
Z. AUTHORITIES
The authorities for managing personal property are contained in:
a. Federal Property Management Regulations (FPMR), Chapter H, Part 101-35;
b. Agricullure Management Regulations (AGPMR), Part 104-35;

c. Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949, ag amended,;

d. General Accountability Office Manual for Guidance of Federal Agencies, Title 2,
Chapter 2, Section 2.15; and

e. Code of Federal Regulations, 7 CFR Section 2,75,
f. AMS Directive 3300.1, Use of Government Equipment.
3 OBJECTIVES

The Personal Property Management program is designed to ensure that all items of
personal property are acquired and utilized to the fullest benefit of the Agency. Tt
provides wniform policy, guidelines, and procedures on the acquisitien, use, maintenance,
tagging, recordkeeping, and disposal of personal property. Sensitive property is a
separate classification of persenal property wilich adheres to the same policies and
procedures as personal property. The only exception may be in a unigue fagging and
tracling process. i

Distribution: AMS, APHIS, GIPSA Originating Office: MRPBS-ASD
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POLICY
It is MRP policy that sensitive property items may be used only:
a. In accordance with fomctions awthorized by law,

h. When approved by the Administrator, or .

c, When required due to emergency sttuations either natural or manmade that
threaten the loss of life or property. Employees are not authorized to use any
sensitive property acquired with Government funds for personal use.

UNAUTHORIZED USE PENALTIES

Persons who intentionaily use, or authorize the uvse of Govenument sensitive property for
reasons other than performing official duties are subject to digciplinary actions, AMS
employees operating under AMS Directive 3300.1, Use of Government Equipraent, are
also subject to disciplinery actions if use is outside of the restrictions listed in the
Directive. Disciplinary actions may include a range of penalties ranging from Letters of
Warning to Removal in accordance with applicable case law in light of specific
circamstances of the infraction.

SENSITIVE PROPERTY
& Sensitive property, regardless of its acquisition cost, requires special
© apcowtability and is subjeet to more stringent rules becanse it is considered to be
susceptible to theft, loss, misuse, or conversion to personal use. The following
iteims have been identified as sensitive property:

Acconntability. Employees must be informed of their responsibility for sensitive
property management. Employees, supervisers, and AQOs (accountable officers)
must ensure that Government sensitive property is:

{1)  Used only for official purposes;
(2)  Protected from loss, theft, misuse; and

(3)  Disposed of following proper procedures when it Becomes excess or
unserviceable,

Empioyees will be held financially liable for the loss, theft, misuse, or damage to
Government sensitive property if used carelessly or negligently.

Acquisition.

(a) Sensitive property will be acquired only when a current or foreseeable
need exists. Sensitive properfy must meet the mininmum regquirements for
-performance function {i.e., size, capacity, range). Only items that will be
needed to meet program emergencies may be acquired and held for future
use, :

(b}  Excess sensitive property data must be screened to determine if the items
are available within the Agency, the Department, or another Government
organization before they are purchased as new items. Excess sensitive
property must be used if it is economicaily feasible to refurbish it or to pay
the cost of shipping and handling.

Identification/Tagging. All Government-owned sensitive property must be’
uniquely identified to display ownership. This identification may be on paper or
metal decals, bar codes, stched or engraved ino the property.

Tracking. All Government-owned sensitive property must be recorded in the
property (PROPY system (soon to be converted to the Corparate Property
Automated Information System (CPATS)) as sensitive property with a budget
object code of 3141. The PROP system and CPAIS will contain pertinent fields of
data such as model number, serial number, description, cost, acquisition date,
custodian, location, tagging, condition, and disposal information.

Maintenauce and Refurbishment, Agency property will be repaired and/or
refurbished when necessary and cost effective. Any sensitive property that
requires periodic maintenance must be serviced according to the manufacturer’s
recomamendations and kepi in proper operating condition. '

Disposal of Sensitive Property. Disposal procedures of sensitive property arc the
same as personal property and must comply with the guidelines contained in the
Personal Property Manual. The AQ must report all excess, damaged, or
unserviceable property to MRPBS (before any disposal action may be taken):

Employee-Owned Sensitive Property. Fuployees should not bring personally
owned sensitive property to the workplace nnless absolutely necessary. The
agency is not responsible for the loss, theft, damage, or misuse of personally
owned sensitive property and will not reimburse or replace any such property.

RESPONSIBILITIES

Marketing and Regunlatorv Proorams Business Services (MRPBS),
Administrative Services Division (ASD), Accounting and Property Services
(APS), Property Section, will:

(1)  Administer the operational aspecis of sensitive property, including the
development of procedures and reconciliation of inventory records for
sensitive property.

(2)  Develop the policy and the overall management of the sensitive property
program.

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b. AQs. Bach program area must designate a management official as the AO for
sensitive property. AOs are responsible for the control, use, assignment,
maintenance, recordkeeping, reporting, and safegnarding all sensitive property
within their areas of jurisdiction. These records provide audit trails and provide
statis of items from recerpt until final disposal.

c. Supervisors. Supervisors are responsible for ensuring that their avea of
respongsibility maintains all official property records ont the PROP system,(soon to
be replaced by CPAIS). This is an automated database management system that
provides managers with property inventory control and accountability.

d. Custodian, Bach employee is custodian of any sensitive property in which he/she
uses in the performance of official duties, The custodian is responsible for safe
and proper use and the safeguarding of issued property.

8. SENSITIVE PROPERTY MANAGEMENT TRAINING
Accountable Officers or their designees, involved with the acquisition, use, inventory,
and disposal of sensitive property miust receive a minimum of 2 hours training within 12
months after receiving these responsibilities. The training is provided through the
MRPBS, APHIS, ASD, APS, Property Section.

ACQUISITION AND ASSET MANAGEMENT FROCEDURES
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I. PURPOSE

This directive prescribes the policy and procedures to be used for the acquisition and asset
management of [TG hardware and software assets. General guidance for using the Acquisition
Control System (ACS) for purchasing materials and services is provided in ITG Directive 201.
This directive updates and replaces IT(G Directive 200.2.

II. POLICY

It is ITG’s policy to ensure that products and services are properly managed. This includes all
phases of the procurement process including the acquisition, acceptance and inventory
management of products and services.

111, USE OF THE ITG ACQUISITION CONTROL SYSTEM (ACS)

Authorized ACS users shall follow the guidance in ITG Directive 201 and detailed in this
directive when requesting products and services. The process that is used to procure ITG
products such as hardware, software, and services is detailed on the following page. Requestors
are not required to be knowledgable about all of the details about this process, but it is provided
here for general information of the staff, and for guidance by those who are responsible for
processing procurement requests.

Trom the pull down list, select New and enter the correct data

B. The GCIQ Procurement POC shail:

1. Follow approprizte guidelines to process all requests that do not require technical approval®
2. Prepare all requests requiring technical approval and process according to the guidelines

contained in AMS Directive 3130.4 “Technical Approval of information Technology
Investments™; and

3. Forward all requests requiring technical approval to the Chief Information Officer for further
processing.

C. The Chief Information Officer shall:
1. Review all technical requirements and grant or deny technical approval; and

2. Forward the hard copy of all technically approved requests to the OCIO Procurement PGC for
processing.

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VL METHODS OF OBLIGATION AND PAYMENT

d. Mail receiving reports and invoice, if applicable, to NFC,; and

e. Send property report copies, for items valued at or above 35000, to the Field Service
Office (FS0), AFPHIS, Mimneapolis for all acceuntable and sensitive property.

NOTE: In order for a vendor to be paid on a timely basis withou! incurring additional interest
charges, the Requestor must prompily receive, inspect, and notify the OCIO Procurement POC
whether the product or service Is accepltable.

C. INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE OF IT CONTRACT SERVICE:

1. The Technical Point of Contact shali:

a. Ensure that the services received ars within the performance, cost and scheduled
requirements;

b. Adhere to any prescriptive acceplance and inspection schedale requirements; and
¢ Make the Contracting Officer and Procurement POC aware of any problems associated
with the guality or timeliness of delivered services immediately.

My immediate supervisor ls Lisa DUKEMAN, Diresctor, IOD,
ITS. My second line supervisor is Douglas Bailey, Deputy
Administrator, ITS.

My job responsibilities entall Tier IIT technical support
for the service desk and policy recommendations related to
desktop support. I am also responsible for configuration
management of desktop/laptop computers. I maintain the
Information Management System (IMS) which i1s a spreadshest in
Excel that illustrates all IT inventory purchased by ITS. I am
responsible for inventorying all IT equipment and barcoding the
equipment cnce the equipment has been verified by the user that
the item(s) received was the item purchased/requested and that
the item is in working condition. '

I filed my complaint with 08C because I had to protect
myself from potential retaliation. I am responsible for
inventorying all ITS8 IT egquipment, 1t is written in my new
position description that I just received this new fiscal year
(2011)and DUKEMAN is not holding the employess who have to
provide this material to me accountable. It is one of my

critical elements.

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I work with Jeff ZOLLICOFFER, IT Specialist, IOD, ITS,
Lakewcood, CC; and Frank FUESTEL, Seniocr Network Engineer, 10D,
ITS, Washington, DC. ZOLLICOFFER 1s the person responsible for
the purchasges and maintenance of the servers; and FUESTEL is the
person responsible for purchases and maintenance of the routers
and switches.

I can provide to you examples of when DURKEMAN and BARCLAY
falled to zllow me to conduct the inventory.

There have been occcasions where smaller dollar IT equipment
has come in to JITG/ITS and I offered fo the supervisors to
barcode the eqguipment and they verbally declined. BAll
declinaticns by supervisors were done verbally. I never
received anything in writing from any superviscr regarding
refusal to barcode. I was provided guidance from an APHIS
directive which stated there were four mandatory iftems that
needed to be tracked. The items were firearms, laptops,
satellite phones and PDA’s.

When I approached BARCLAY and informed him that I needed to
inventory his equipment, he got up in my face and sald vou do
net need to fucking worry about my equipment. Thers are other
times when equipment came in and I told BARCLAY I needed to
inventory the equipment, he toid me not to worry about 1t and
just walked away. During the five years (2002 to 2Z007) I worked
with BARCLAY, there were several occasions when I witnessed IT
equipment being delivered to BARCLAY and he refusded to let me
inventory the equipment. I do not know if any of the eguipment
provided to BARCLAY was ever inventoried.

DUREMAN and BARCLAY have access o secured stcrage rooms,
offices, and sscure breezeways (located in the 7™ wing, C street
end of the building}; I only have access to the secure
breszeway. I have asked for access but have besn told to have
gomeone let me into the reooms to conduct the inventory. My
access was removed appreximately 2006 or 2007 but I do know
exactly why.

The secure rooms are where they store the new items that
come into the office that T am responsible for conducting
inventory on within 4 hours of receipt. If I cannot access the
rooms and they do not provide the informaticn than I cannot
perform my responsibilities as assigned in my Position
Description {PD).
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I do not have any supporting documentation that would
illustrate BARCLAY and DUKEMAN prevented me from conducting the
inventory only that I did not have access to the secured rooms
where they would store the eguipment or inform me of the
equipment arriving.

T did not tell Kewvin WILSON, Office of Special Counsel
(0SC), the agency paid for repairs on items that were under
warranty; WILSON stated that in a conversation that I had with
him, 1t was his comment, but I did concur.

I am unaware of -any information pertaining to warranties on
servers, routers, and switches; this would be handled by
ZOLLICOFFER and FEUSTEL., I am only responsible for
laptops/desktops and the basic configuration for the end user to
include keyboard, mouse, monitor, docking stations and other IT
peripheral devices. :

I research the warranty information online at Dell.com. It
provides a list of all warranties assigned sach respective
desktop/laptop item under my control.

In the basement of the USDA South bullding, Room 0667, I
neticed a bunch of boxes labeled HP when I locked through the
mail slot on the door. The door had a cypher lock on it. I
informed DUKEMAN of my findings and that we needed to access
this room. DUKEMAN said that she thought she had, in her notes
from Jaime CANALES, the cypher lock code. CANALES had control
of the room prior to his departure. DUKEMAN agreed and
instructed me not to enter the room without her.

In June or July 2011, DUKEMAN was on travel so I went to
BAILEY and asked if he had access to Room 0667. I informed
BAILEY that I needed a key and/or the combination to accsss the
room. BATLEY said he would like to know what is in the room and
if there are any new servers.

BAILEY provided me appreoximately 6 keys to try in the 600
corridor door. Since BAILEY nor I had the combination to the
cypher lock, I tried the general standard combinations which did
not work.

When the combination did not work, but I identified the
propar key, I notlced the screws and the ailr vent on the bottom
of the door and thought I could remove the screws to gain access
toe the room. 1 went back to BAILEY and proposed that 1if I could
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get someone small like Jiansheng “June” ZHU, she could crawl
through the small opening and we would have access to the room
and he responded with do not let security catch you. On April
8, 2011, I took BAILEYS response as approval for accessing the
- rOoom.

I later informed BAILEY of my findings. I teold Richard
TYNER, Occupational Safety and Health Program Manager, Safety,
Security and Emergency Preparedness Branch (SSEPB}, Compliance
and Analysis Division {C35D} of my actions. TYNER was upset by
my actions because when I removed the cypher lock, it left a
hole in the dcoox that he felt was not secure however, the door
was secure because I used tLhe key to relock the door.

COnce I entered the room I found a half server rack, 2
perscnal computers, one monitor, & empty HP boxes and a few
Compag boxes that were sealed but I do not know what they
contained.

At my mid-year review, I was glven a Letter of Reprimand
stating I disobeyed orders to not enter the room withoubt
DUKEMAN. So the reason I sent the letter to 0SC is to protect
nyself from future disciplinary actlons. DUKEMAN told me one
time that I have to protect myself.

I am unaware of the warranty process when a router, switch,
or server fails. This is the responsibility of ZOLLICOFFER and
FEUSTEL. The responsibility of ensuring an item is repaired is
the Team Lead responsibility for his/her respective area.

if a desktop/laptop fails, I am the Team Lead, I try to fix
it myself and if I am unable repair the item, I contact Dell and
if they are unable to assist, I review the warranty and then
recommend a solufion such as replacing the laptop or desktop.

The information regarding warranties is found online at
Dell.com. The information regarding warranties on servers,
routers, and switches, I think, 1s on the HP website but I am
not sure you’d have to ask ZOLLICOFFER and FEUSTEL.

Each Division owner 1s responsible for identifying what IT
eguipment needs to be excessed. I go by the life cycle of what
is provided by DELL’s warranty online. There ils no official
documentation when a requestor decides to surplus equipment
other than supervisory approval of the said reguest.
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DUKREMAN and BARCLAY have directed employees/contractors to
move squipment before I had the opportunity to inventory the
items. They either put them in secure room that I did not have
access to without asking permission or shipped them to their
respective degtination.

I did state in my complaint to 0SC that millions of dollars
cf IT equipment are unaccounted for because it is not tracked in
the IMS.

1 would receive information on shipments from the
receptionist and the purchasing officer. The recepticonist could
have been Lorie ADAMS or Rhonda “Paula” Carter (who is now
retired) or whoever was sitting in the front office the time the
eguipment arrived.

In addition, if I passed a crate of servers or routers or
switches, I would ask Tina WILLIAMS, the purchasing officer, who
ordered the equipment and she would look and provide the
purchase order toc me for information purposes and review. It
was not part of my responsibility to review the purchase orders.
I did this on my own initiative and I only went to WILLIAME when
I noticed a crate in the hallways. I stopped reviewing purchase
orders when WILLIAMS was transferred to the Administrative
Staff, Planning and Accountability Division, Compliance and
Analysis Division. WILLIAMS' new supervisor is Serita DANIELS,
Chief, Administrative Staff.

When BARCLAY received new IT equipment, he never informed
me of his purchases. The only way I knew if BARCLAY purchased
new eguipment was when I witnessed boxes in the hall on a crate.

I tock it upon myself to create an Hxcel spreadsheet
because Intellitrak was no longer supported by the version of
Windows we were currently utilizing. I was formally tasked by
fEUSTEL with this responsibility in approximately the Fall of
2005. I pulled inveices but I do not know if I missed anything
or not. I started with data from Intellitrak that had an Access
backend and converted the data to Excel. I converted the data
in, I think, early 2004. HNo data was lost in the conversion
from Intellitrak to Excel.

Dr. Larry DOSIER, operated the Intellitrak program prior to
me taking over the assignment. I do not know how the previous
equipment was accounted for; DOSIER was my mentor on This
program transition.
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When I realized the informaticn on the spreadshest was
incomplete, T brought this to the attention of my current
supervisor, DUKEMAN and my previous supervisor FEUSTEL. I have
been informing my supervisors since I got here that I needed the
data and they failed to act. So I am protecting myself because
now I am responsible for ensuring this data is captured and I do
not get the support I need tc complete the task.

I understand that the policy and precedures surrounding the
IMS is to update the spreadsheet and keep it as accurate as
possible. This is in my new PD that I received this fiscal
yvear, 2911, but was not as clear 1In my cold PD.

I do not know why BARCLAY and DUKEMAN did not let me
inventory the equipment before it was shipped out unless they
were doing something wrong or hiding something. There are items
being purchased but not entered into the IMS. I recall when
BARCLAY stated he had routers and servers at his house. I do
think he stole them from our agsncy. About four years ago I
witnessed BARCLAY taking a monitor cut of the building. Barclay
departed AMS in 2007,

Another instance that concerned me was when James WOOTEN
departed the agency, he prought in eguipment ne had at his
residence that was not in the IMS and placed this in his office
upon departure. When I accessed WHOOTEN's office, someone was
with me but I do not recall who, and I asked where did all this
equipment come from? The person that was with me responded that
WOOTEN brought the eguipment in from home. When I accessed the
laptop, 1t would not start up so I went te the Pell warranty
page and there was a note to contact an 800 number. I called
the 800 number and I was informed that we owed Dell the cost of
the system in question. I then went to Angela THOMPSCN, Budget,
ITS, and 1f she knew about the situation regarding the
delinquent bill for the laptop. She was unaware of the
situation but she and Tina WILLIAMS resolved the issue.

T posted the IMS on the AGNIS IOD Team site intranet
webpage so everyone in IOD has access; that is about 20 people.
They have read/write access and can update the spreadsheet at
any Time. The spreadsheet will fell you who updated the file
last as the file is in sharepoint which identifies the last
person that edited the file. ZOLLICOFFER and FEUSTEL have access
to this report as well. DUKEMAN informed ZOLLICOFFER and
FEUSTEL to update the IMS but it still has not been complete. I
sent the hyperlink via email to ZOLLICOFFER and FEUSTEL and
verbally informed IOD the inventory was on the IOD Teamsite. e

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When I noticed IT equipment fthat was not barcoded, I weould
inform DUKEMAN I need to barcode an item and she responded I1l
take care of it. It was my understanding when DUKEMAW said I711
take care of it; that meant she would allow me access at a
future date.

I informed DUKEMAN that the attitude I get when I offer to
barcode equipment is that they are too busy to be concerned with
the accuracy of the reported information. The only place I
receive a negative response, is in Infrastructure Management
Branch (IMB}/I0D.

When I apprecached FEUSTEL in approximetely 2009 to barcode
his laptop, he refuse to allow me to access his laptop to
barcode 1f. On the server side, CANALES refused me access to the
server room to inventory and barcode the servers but I cannot
tell you when this occurred. For the past 4 or 5 years, T have
not been permitted te go in the server room to conduct or
validate the IT inventory. I gave CANALES several barcode
numbers to place on the servers and to provide the Information
back to me of what server containad what barcode and he failed
to do so. So I appreached FEUSTEL and FEUSTEL said he will do
what he can.

I am the person responsible for verifying the serial
numbers are entered into the IMS., I am the person responsible
for ensuring all IT equipment in DC, Virginia (VA) and Tennessece
(TN) has barcodes; and previously Lakewood, Colorado. The
barcodes in DC are in the 1000 series. ZOLLICORFER is
respongible for Lakewood, Colorado as of 2010. I provided
ZOLLICOFFER the 6000 barcode numbers. I sent them to him in
Lakewood, Colorado. ZOLLICOFFER has complied with providing the
Lakewood, CO assets inventory.’

When equipment is surplused I cross check the information
against the IMS. I cemplete an AD-107 and I enter the Animal
and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) number provided by
Jermaine Patterscn into the field titled “Host Names” located on
the IMS Spreadsheet. An example of a number is 121-07. This
number tells me it’s the Fiscal Year (FY) 07 and the 131°% item
surplused,. I do retain copies of the AD-107 forms for my
records. My contact at APHIS ig Jermaine Patterson.

~
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If an item that 1is being surplused does not contain a -
parcode, I do neot add cone or question why, I just surplus the
equipment as directed.

The person turning in the IT equipment to me is responsible
for establishing the value of the item.

The Bcguisition Control System (ACS) 1s a totally different
system. This system is used by the end user to place reguests
to supervisors for ITS purchases teo include IT equipment,
equipment, travel and training. Once the approval by the
supervisor is entered, the next process is the approval of funds
by the Budget office. Once Budget and the supervisor approve
the reguest, 1t ls authorized te have the purchase transaction
sent to the vendor if it is under, what my understanding is of
the threshold, $3,000. If the amount exceeds the credlt card
purchase limit, then the Integrated Acguisition System (IAS) is
utilized via a purchase order request., This system 1s not tied
into the IMS system. I have entered equlpment reguests into the
ACS system upon the request by DUKEMAN. The ACS system used to
be an access database but was converted to .net when we went to
SharePolnt.

T send DUWEMAN weekly activity reports on the status of the
IMS and what the status is of the inventory. DUKEMAN is the
property boock officer and I am the equipment inventory manager.
Prior to DUKEMAN being the property book cfficer, Frank FRUSTEL
held the duty.

If I am out of the office or on leave and a purchased item
comes into the front office and is distributed, I am unaware of
the arrival of the new squipment. T do not have a backup. I am
the only person responsible for the IMS. 1 do not delegate my
responsibilities to anyone when I am on leave or out of the
office. Since I placed the IMS on the APHIS website, anyone can
enter data but they do not use it.

Delivery logs are maintained in the front office. There is
a clipboard that hangs on the wall and when items come in I go
to the front office and sign the clip board and take the item
for inventory.

I am unaware of what the dcllar threshold is for purchases.
Everything has to be inventoried. When something comes in I ask
DUKEMAN if I should inciude the item in the inventory and she
“will tell me yes or no. The supervisor dictates what goes in
the TIMS.

I, Floyd Jeffrey ZOLLICOFFER, being duly sworn on oath make
following statement to Suzanne M. COURINEY and Shelly E. BUSKY
who have ldentified themselves to me as a Personnel Misconduct
Investigators with the Agricultural Marketing Service (AMS),
United States Department of Agriculturs (USDA}, knowing this
statement will be used in evidence.

I have further been informed that this investigation was
initiated as a result of allegations provided by a whistleblower
and I fully understand that retaliation directed at the
whistleblower is unlawful and will not be tolerated.

My full name is Floyd Jeffrey ZOLLICOFFER, but I go by
Jeff. I am a GS-14, Information Technology Specialist/Senior
Engineer, with Infrastructure and Operations Division (IOD}
UsDA, AMS, Information Technolegy Service (ITS) located in
Lakewood, Colorado. T have worked for AMS since June 2002 and
for IOD since 2010. I have been with 10D, ITS for approximately
1 year full-time. :

Prior to working at I0D, ITS, AMS, USDA, I worked for USDA
Livestock and Seed Program {L&5). Previously I retired for the
Us Air Force.

My immediate superviscr is Lisa DUKEMAN, Director, ICD,
Washington, DC.

In my position as Senior Engineer, I technically manage
everything {(servers) on the network except switches and routars.
Switches and routers are managed by Frank FEUSTEL, Senior
Network Engineer. IOD, ITS.

I have not seen the spreadsheet provided by HASTINGS to
Office of Speclal Counsel (03C) but on August. 1l and 2, 2011, I
provided a complete list of our inventory in Lakewood, Colorado,
to Joseph HASTINGS, IT Specialist, IOD, ITS, with copies to
DURKEMAN; David PLEASANT, IOD, ITS; and John TURNAGE, I0D, ITS,
and myself that included current and surplus/decommissioned

~eguipment. ] Lﬂ
When HASTINGS called me T would respond to his emaill or b
call and inform him of what was in Lakewood, €0, and what was
being excess equipment. In 2010, HASTINGS provided me with LO
barcodes 1n the 8000 series that I use for Lakewood, CO, —
B
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egquipment that is being'sent directly to Lakewood, CO, from the
vendor or Headgquarters. '

I fird it interesting that HASTINGS would start his
complaint this time of year; which is when performance
evaluations are lssued. It seems like he does this every year.
I seem to recall there was an incident in 2009 around this same
time of year but I am not sure if HASTINGS was inveolved or not.

I recall an incident involving the storage room at the USDA
South Building in the basement where I think BASTINGS accesszed
the room without DUEKEMAN's knowledge.

I first I had knowledge of HASTINGS was in 2004, when he
formatted the exchangé server. He did format ¢: and poof, it
was gone. After HASTINGS formatted the exchange server, he was
banned from the server room and hils access was removed. In my
entire 30 year career, this was the only time I ever heard of
someone belng denied access to a server room.

HASTINGS is famous for pawning his work off on other
employees. I went to a conference and a person f£rom Cotton
Programs was complaining about HASTING, it was Tony OCRMPO.

I received a call one day from HASTINGS asking for my help.
T informed him I was busy on ancther matter but would call him
right back. When I called him back he stated he was going out
for his birthday party and could not talk. It had only been 30
minutes since the time he called me and I refturned his cdll. I
never did find out what he wanted because he never called me
back.

Approximately one month later, after the call back
incident, I was in a video teleconference staff meeting and
DUKEMAN asked HASTINGS about a task he was assigned and HASTINGS
responded to DUKEMAN that I was working on the project. I
irmmediately responded with loud “Whoa” and DUKZMAN interrupted
me and stated that she assigned the project to HASTINGS; DUXEMAN
de-escalated the situation.

HASTINGS 1s always pawning his work off on other employees,
On a scale from A to ¥, F being failure, I would rate HASTINGS
at a D but I come from a place {(the military) where your grade
dictated your level of expertise and his grade was only
eqguivalent to about $50K per year not what he presently earns..

Initials FIC-
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I would say the relationship between DUKEMAN and HASTINGS
is borderline stalking. HASTINGS is always tracking her down
and coming into meetings when I am in DUKEMAN's office. He just
walks in and 1t creeps me out how he knows I am in her office.
It is like he 1s stalking her. When I call DUKEMAN on the
phone, a few minutes later HASTINGS walks into her office while
we are on the phone and interrupts us. This has happened on
numerous occasions. The calendars are shared within the I0D and
across th® entire division.

HASTINGS had many conflicts with customers and the people
that he worked with on the helpdesk, that is why they took him
off the helpdesk. I believe his only job now is to maintain the
inventory.

There is a report that is prepared annually; it is the
AD-302. This is a spot check by Animal Plant and Health
inspection Service (APHIS) to ensure we have the equipment they
are inguiring about.

When you call HP regarding any IT equipment and provide
them with the serial number, they immediately tell vou whether
the egquipment is or 1s not under warranty. Once a server ls out
of warranty, and you call Hewlett Packard (HP), they will not
speak with you until vou pay money to speak with them. If the
gerver 1s stlll under warranty, they work diligently with you o
repair the preoblem or replace the server. During my time here I
have only had two servers fiip out. They were right out of the
box and were lemons, HP replaced them.

I have 5 small servers out of warranty. Previously we had
a total of 255 servers but now we are down teo 153 servers as a
result of the virtual environment. The servers that are out of
warranty are for non-critical limited functions for the agency.

_When a server is purchased by USDA through HP, HP provides
the warranty information. USDA does not have to complete any
additional paperwork; that is completed automatically upon
purchase with HP. If an extended purchase is made, that too is
automatically added to the HP warranty list. Again no
paperwork, other than our purchase order reguest, is reguired.

T spec out a computer and DUKEMAN enters it into the hﬂ
Acguisition Control System (ACS) system; this includes the =
warranty purchases.

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HASTINGS has little to no invelvement in the purchasing of
servers. T would say 20% of the time HASTINGS is not involved.

When a new server arrives, 1 place a barcode on the server
and inform HASTINGS of the make, model, serial number and
parcode. His job is to retain the inventory:; that is it.

Tf HASTINGS had a question on the servers or any egquipment,
all he had to do was pick up the phone and ask his guestion and
I could provide him the answer; but he never did that. I think
he is after something with this complaint teo 08C; something to
sarve his own good. ‘

If a server broke right now, he would never know. He has
no reason to know.

Typically, the 1ife cycle for servers is 3 to 5 years, but
since AMS is usually short on money, many servers go past that
retention date. Now, the Life Cycle inventory procedures would
£all on HASTINGS. He should be determining what can be written
off or not. The older the item is, the less its wvalue. I have
never seen servers written off, but I have seen just about
everything else depending on its age. HASTINGS should know the
formal policy, it is his job but I have no idea. When we are
finished with equipment we give 1t teo HASTINGS to surplus.

The procedures differ, some surplus is offered up
internally, some go to schools and community services (with a
walver). IT eguipment is destroyed by either taking the
equipment to a local government surplus warehouse or a
contractor service that certifies the destruction of eguipment.

I am confident that I know what servers we have in
inventory because I just performed a complete inventory in
August 2011.

T have read this statement consisting of five pages. I
have been given the opportunity to make corrections and

I am a G8-14 Senior Network Rrchitect/Network Team Lead,
Infrastructure and Operationsg Divieion (IOD), Information
Technology Service (ITS), and have been in this position since
2408. I began working for AMS in 2003 and have a total of 23
vears federal service which inecludes wmy wmilitary time. My
superviscr is Lisa DUXEMAN, Director, IOD.

My duties and responsibilities are to lead and manage the
AMS network. I alsc purchase any egquipment needed for the
network which includes routers and ewitches. :

When T need to purchase information technology (IT)
egquipment I would conduct research on the product. Once a
selection was nade the data would be entered into the
hcguisition Control System (ACS}. If switches and routers were
heing purchased, I would enter the data into the ACS. For any
other computers and laptops, it is handled by the respective
team(g). :

If a fileld office needed a switch, the network team would
give them the quote and they would purchase the sguipment, which
we would manage but it would be theixr property.

Generally, the name of the person who ordered the egquipment
would be on the package. When the package ig delivered to the
front office, the person receiving the package would call ths
person whose name appears on the order to come to the front
office and pick it up.

Until recently, I was not familiar with ITG Directive 202
and I wasg not aware of the turnarcund time reguired for

barcoding. -

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I have two individuals who work for me that also take care
cf the inventory. They are Paul TOMLINSON, Information
Technology Specialist, IOD and Bernard ALSTON, Information
Technology Specialist, IOD. Sometimes equipment is stored in my .
office and if TOMLINSON or ALSTON need access to it, they will
just come into my office.

If the equipment is large, it will sit ocut in the server
room hallway until it ie moved into the server room. When the
equipment is in the hallway, anycne has access to 1t if they
need it, including Joseph HASTINGS, Computer Specialist, IOD.
If HASTINGS needed to barcoede any equlpment that was in the
hallway, he had tetal access to it.

Sometimes the turnaround time is wvery qguick, especially
when it comes to a project that is high profile. There are also
occasions when the equipment will sit in the hallway for long
periods of time, For example, in June or July 2010, T had
approximately 40 routers in the office. There were some
contracting issues regarding the routers so they had to sit.
until everything was sorted out. Once the contracting issue was
straightened out we had only days to send the equipment to the
field. ‘

HASTINGS had the opportunity to barcode the routers in my
office if he needed to as he was in the office next to me.

HASTINGS could clearly see the equipment in my office, all
he had to do was ask. - HASTINGS doess not take the initiative and
for some reason, expects me to go to him. It is almost like he
expects me to take the barcode and do it for him.

I have a job to do and a deadiine to do it in. I cannot
miss my deadline. just to walt for HASTINGS to open boxes, get
serial numbers- and put barcodes on new aeguipment.

Bven when HASTINGS worked for me, I never saw him but a
barcocde on anything except desktops and laptops. HASTINGS would
continually go arcound and inventory computer egquipment several
times. I would think that once he inventoried the equipment, he
would have the information he needed. On one ocgasion, I
remember HASTINGS inventoried my laptop thres times.

HASTINGS sent me and Jeff ZOLLICOFFER, Information

Technology Specialigt/Senior Engineer, IOD and our teams a
spreadsheet which was absolutely ridiculoua. Most of the

I went to DUKEMAN and told her that I thought HASTINGS'
spreadsheet was garbage. DUKEMAN asked me to provide as much
information to HASTINGS as T could that would help him.

I providad HASTINGS with his own spreadsheet but I color
coded it and made notes on it. I also provided HASTINGS with
another list of all of my accountable property. I am very
confident that my inventory is correct. What HASTINGE does with
hisg inventory I have no idea.

By sending cub the inventory, ZOLLICOFFER and I basically
did HASTINGS' job for him,

If I have a pilece of equipment that is not working I will
call CISCO. A1l of cur CISCO equipment is covered by CISCO
Smartnet and has been since the beginning. all of the ecquipment
in the server room is CISCO eguipment, except for two Riverbed
Appliances (WAN optimization) which is leased, and under
warranty.

Cur Smartnet warranty is renewed annually. Previously,
each piece of equipment had its own renewal date. It took me
several years to rearrange, but now all of our warranties expire
on the zame date so we only have to make one payment to renew
all of our warranties. When it is time for renewal, we will
inventory all of our network eguipment, verify it, then get
pricing for everything.

Nothing that is on the Smartnet warranty listing is for
eguipment that is no longer here. In terms of routers and
switches, they are all covered under warranty and no money has
been expended to repair it.

The life cycle of the equipment is approximately five to
seven years. The estimated ceost of all of the equipment in the
server room is approximately $400,000. In 2010, we replaced all
of the routers with new eqguipment.

I have never seen the Excel gpreadsheet that HASTINGS
provided to the Office of Special Counsel. I have never even
heard the term Inventory Management System (IMS) but I was aware
of the spreadshest that HASTINGS was in charge of. Until a few
months ago, I learned that the spreadsheet was located on the

AGNIS website.
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Back when Charles BARCLAY, former Chief, Enterprise
Management Branch, was the superviscr, the routers were leased
through VERIZON. VERIZON owned the eguipment, not AMS; however
we maintalned it. AMS did anot maintain a warranty con the
eguipment as it was included in the lease cosgt.

Even after I provided HASTINGS the up-to-date imventory in
April, 2011, he still has not barcoded the eguipment.

While I was a manager, I remember seeing the Animal and
Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) Accountability Report
which I believed was an AD-302. The report was always wrong and
incomplete. I remember for three years the only property of
mine that was on the list was a projector. AllL I did when I
received the APHIS Form was verify it and send it back.

Room 667 in the South Buillding was primarily used as a
gtorage area. We mainly kept our empty boxes in there in case
we had to send scowe egquipment back.

When HASTINGS worked on the Help Desk and I was his
supervigor, I found him very difficult to manage. I narrowsd
the scope of his responsibilities to enable him. o become
successful; however, he would wander off into areas that were
not his responsibilility. I rated him Fully Successful and
Supericr. Employees have come to me with lssues before they
would go to HASTINGS because they do not want to deal with him.

When we have to surplius an item, either me or someone on my
team would notify HASTINGS. We would either give the equipment
to him or tell him where the equipment was located. I never
recelved any paperwork assoclated with surplus eguipment.

Some people do have eQuipment at home but they are only
laptops or desktops. This is restricted to employees that are

reguired to be on call 24/7.

I have read this statement consisting of five pages. T
have been given the opportunity to make corrections and
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additions. It is true and correct to the best of my knowledge.

REVIEW OF RECORD
SUBJECT: ITS Inventory Reconciliation

In order to establish what items were actually missing from the ITS inventory provided to the
Office of Special Counsel {OSC) by Joseph P. HASTINGS, a request was made to the Animal
and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) for all Property forms identified as PROP-302,
PROP-302 provides the inventory on the Natiohal Finance Center Database of equipment that
costs at.or above $5,000. The reports were provided for Frank FEUSTEL; Lisa DUKEMAN,

and Robert FIDUK. Floyd “Jeff” ZOLLICOFFER’G inveniory is accounted for under
DUKEMAN’s account. '

In addition, all AD-107 forms were pulled to review what items had been transferred, destroyed;
surpiused, or donated to other agencies or schools.

HASTINGS provided his AD-107 fies for review.

The IMS Excel spreadsheet provided by HASTINGS to OSC consisted of approximately 1,454
IT related items. (NOTE: 28 items were line items with barcode numbers but did not reflect any
- data; specifically barcode numbers: 1037; 1098 - 1117; 1136-1137; 1182 — 1184; and 1200.)

According to the spreadsheet, 203 iterns did not have barcodes assigned, of which 9 were laptops
and 11 were desktops.

The Cotnpliance Branch reviewesd ITS’ existing Report of Transfer or Other Disposition or
Construction of Property {AD-107 Forrns). The forms were reviewed to determine what items
were surplussed, transferred, donated, or destroyed by ITS. In addition, the Compliance Branch
reviewed the Amimal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS), Personal Property Physical
Inventory Report (PROP-302 Forms) for Fiscal Years 2007 through 2011, This report listed ali
equipment assigned to ITS which cost $5,000 or more. The review determined that items
HASTINGS identified as nnaccounted on his reports were accounted for by ZOLLICOFFER and
FEUSTEL in their reports back to HASTINGS in April and August 2011, respectively. After
reviewing the AD-107 and PROP-302 forms, there were still 360 items on HASTINGS’ IMS
Spreadsheet that were unaccounted for by ITS.

T have further been informed that this investigabtion was
initiated as a result of allegations provided by a whistleblower -and
‘T fully understand that retaliation directed at the whistleblower is
unlawful and will not be tolerated. ‘

My full name i1s Tarry W. DOSIER. T am a GS8-12, Information
Technology Specialist, with BEnterprise Application Services
Division (RASD) USDA, AMS, Information Technology Service (IT3) .
located in Washington, DC. 1 have worked for AMS since 1975 and for
EASD since 2011. I have been with ITS for approximately 19 years.

~ Prior to working at EASD, ITS, AMS, USDA, I worked for Douglas
Bailey, Office of Chief Information Officer (0OCIO) for 4 years.

My immediate supervisor is Robert Flduk, Division Director,
Chief Technical Officer (CTO), Washington, DC.

In my position as Information Technelogy Specialist, I am the
main officer of technical approvals. All IT approvals are
delegated, for the Agency, to Douglas Balley, Chief Informaticn
Officer/Deputy Administrator, ITS, AMS. I am responsible for
getting the techniczl package together for approval.

- I have not used IntelliTrack software inventory program for
over three years, since 2008. IntelliTrack is a program that is
used for data management and inventory contrcl. It is a program
whose data did reside on the server. I am unaware of the operating
system on the servers. at the time, however, the client computer was
Windows ¥P Professional. IntelliTrack is a database that resides on
the server, and the client resides on the user’s computer. The
program tracks all inventory entered in the database. The program
came with a hand scanner that allowed you to scan the barcode to
identify if the eguipment was already in the database system. If the
equipment was not in the database system, TIntelliTrack would inform
the user it could not be found and the user could then add the item
to the database through template screens that reguested specific
information. The system was a good system. T used the program from
2003 to late 2007 or early 2008, when I turned the program over to
Joseph HASTINGS, Computer Specialist, IOD, ITS, AMS after I was
transferred to another positioen.
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From 2006/2007, HASTINGE shadowed my work on IntelliTrack.
When I turned IntelliTrack over to HASTINGS, he did not have any
formal or on the job training on this product. When I departed IOD,
ITS, BMS in 2007, I turned the program over to HASTINGS aleng with a

Xercox box size full of 20 vears’ worth of inventory materials
asscciated with ITS3. :

.No special inventory was conducted when I turned the
responsibility over to HASTINGS. IntelliTrack had consistency. -The
inventory had been shown to be up to date when checked except for
the occasional movement from one workstation to another. The nesd
to conduct a final inventory was not necessary as the inventory was
up to date. '

In 2001, the Agency realized they were unable to account for
all their IT eguipment. When the Agency realized there was a
problem in keeping track of thelr IT eguipment, they purchased the
IntelliTrack program as a means to inventory and track all IT
equipment.

USDA ITS, AMS, purchased this program with Science and
Tachnology (S&T). The twe offices split the cost of the software
which was about $30,000. S&T still utilizes the software and may
actually still have the inventory for ITS on . the database. S&7T also
recently upgraded their software to make ‘it compatible with the
latest operating systems. The point of contact for information on
this system is Lavern Harris, Resource Management Officer [(RMO).

From 2003 to late 2006 early 2007, I was the Property Officer
{PO) and HASTINGS was one of the assistant POs. IntelliTrack-
tracked everything., The Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service
(APEIS) would track all equipment over 55,000 and IntelliTrack would
track everything regardless of price. Some exceptions were made for

inexpensive, small and easily replaced and breakable items such as
‘keyboards. :

There ig a form called PROP-302, PROP-302 is an annual form,
sent to AMS Accountable Property Officer (APC), by APHIS, requesting
verification of all IT eguipment that cost over $5,000. APHIS
provides a list of all equipment and the APO is reguired tc verify
the existence of the equipment.

There are a few forms used in conjunction with the disposition
of equipment. OCne form is the Report of Transfer or Other
Disposition of Construction of Property, alsc known as the AD-107.
The AD-107 is to be completed by the PO when eguipment is to be
transferred, sold, traded-in, donated, etc. The PO is responsible
for providing this form te APHIS. If the item cost was at or over
55000, AYHIS was supposed te remove that item from the property list
that generates the AD-302. If the item is under $5000 it is up to
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gach respective group to complete, track and dis.ose of equipment in
accordance with APHIS guidelines. '

The othar form that is utilized is the Report of Unserviceable,
Lost, Stolen, Damaged or Destroyed Property, also known as AD-112.
" AD-112 again 1s completed by the PO, at the present time this is
HASTINGS, and provided to APHIS if the dollaxr valus is §5,000 or
more. This form is self-explanatory as to the purpcse. Copies of
both forms should be retained by HASTINGSE, since he is the PO.

. When new equipment'was received, it was shipped to our Front
OfFice (FO), Room, 1752, USDA-Scuth Building. Once the equipment was
received in. the FOQ, HASTINGS or I would pick up the eguipment and we
signed a log documenting that the equipment was picked up and by
whor.

Orice the equipment was plcked up, HASTINGS was respensible fox
checking the equipment against the purchase order to ensure it was
-~ the item requested and then HASTINGS would configure the computer in
compliance with the agency agreed upon instaliation standards.

After the computer was properly setup, HASTINGS would barcode
and inventeory the ceomputer or equipment. Upon completion of setup,
barcoding, and inventory, HASTINGS would then deliver the computer .
to the user.

Before HASTINGS became the PC, I was responsible for conducting
the initial inventory barcoding. ©On one instance I went to Lisa
DUKEMAN' s office to inventory her eguipment and she informed me I
would have to come back because she was too busy to be interrupted.

I then informed my supervisor at the time, James WOOTEN, and he
- accompanied me.to DUKEMAN'S cffice somewhat later to perform the
initial inventory. WOOTEN informed DUKEMAN that his time was
important as well and he was there to perform the inventory, which I
completed. ‘ '

After the incident with DUKEMAN, WOOTEN went te BAILEY to have
the policy changed so the eguipment would be completely inventoried
and barcoded befeore being placed into service.

The policy is that equipment shall not be placed into service
before it is barcoded. This is accomplished by the logging system
and direction of incoming property to the PC for that purpose before
it ls received by the person who ordered it. This is a controlled
process since the eguipment cannot be certiflied as received,
ordered, and therefore cannot be paid for until this is all
completed. '

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The policy 18 pu.t of the Standard Operatin, Procedure {S0P)
for the front office.

-

While I was the PO, my responsibility was toc ensure the
inventory was logged prior to dissemination to the usexr. If new or
used eguipment came into the building-to ITS, it was my
responsibility to ensure esach item was barcoded before it departed
for its final destination. This now is HASTINGS responsibility.-

The only time there might be an instance where an ltem would
not be barcoded befere it was disseminated was with zcouters, |
switches or servers. If a router, switch or server Ffailied, there
might not be time to ensure 1t was inventoried prior to being placed’
in service. The mission is critical to continue and downed routers,
switches or servers are not an option. ' 5o in instances like this,
it would be barcoded at a later date, after it was installed on the
rack and in service.

HASTINGS seems to be good natured. He is former military and
departed the service after belng disakled. HASTINGS thinks like a
guartermaster and sometimes gets short tempered with people.

HASTINGS has the attitude that it is his way or no way. For
instance, I witnessed HASTINGS pull equipment off of a perscon’s desk
because they were not using it. I told him I did not think he had
the right te do that but he ignored me and did what he wanted. He
is sometimes down to earth with his temperament but becomes rather
impatient with people 1f he is asked to look at a problem twice. He
gets very frustrated and has to step back and start again. ‘

HASTING is very passionate about his work for the Agency; he

just does not always follow policy and sometimes does what he wants,
how he wants, when he wants. ‘

The spreadsheet HASTINGS uses fo track ITS’ inventory was one
he created. There was no reason for HASTINGS to not uss
IntelliTrack other than he chose not to use the program as far as I
know. The program is still operational today. HASTINGS informed
me ne was not going to use the program and that he actually disabled
the program and removed it from the sexver so it could not be used.
In one instance, HASTINGS came to my office and said he needed to

inventory my setup. I informed him it was already in IntelliTrack
“and he said it did matter he nesded to inventory my system.

In oné instance with BARCLAY, I was working in the server room
and BARCLAY was not present. "I pulled out a server toc get the
serial number, as I had done on numerous cccasions, and when I
pushed the server back onto the rack, the cable was lose and it re-
booted the entire server. BARCLAY acted as if I purposefully
sabotaged the system and caused it to re-boot; he reported that to
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my supervisor. When . met with WOOTEN about the .ncikdent, he stated
I would only enter the server room when a witness was present, Lo
protect against any allegations from BARCLAY.

John Turnages, Information Technology Specialist, ICD, ITS, AMS,
used to perform the same functions as HASTINGS but for S&T. TURNAGE
preferred not to use IntelliTrack and when asked why, he stated he
did net like the program: TURNAGE works for DUKEMAN as well.
TURNAGE surplused the scanner that was provided with IntelliTrack.
TURNAGE never modified IntelliTrack in any way.

" The spreadshest that HASTINGS provided to the Office of Special
Counsel (0SC) contains a lot of inventory. I .also kept all ltems
that were surplused in inventory in case thers was ever a guestion
a3 to the disgposition of an item. But again, I used IntelliTrack,
where HASTINGS has created this spreadsheet.

In 2006, there were discussions of replacing one program with
ancther program called Magilc. Allegedly Magic was also an inventory
program and was presented by Frank FREUSTEL as a possible replacement
program. : : '

'HASTINGS never came to me after T departed, IOD, IT3, AMS, for
assistance or help with IntelliTrack. He wanted to do things his

way and has been for over three years, while management has allowed
this to occur. '

There is a cage in the basement of the USDA that I previously
used for storage of items walting to be surplused or destroyed.
When I departed the positicn and HASTINGS took over I provided him
the key. HASTINGS keeps this key banging in hils cubicle for anyone
to usa. HASTINGS has no strict control over the cage space in the
basement or the items placed in the cage in the basement.

When BARCLAY Jjeft AMS in Z007, he turned over all hig IT
equipment responsibllities to DUKEMAN.

‘When you walk through the halls at USDA you see surplus or
excess written on IT equipment. This is not the proper way to
" surplus equipment. You must utllize the form AD-107 to transfer
equipment from department to department, not Jjust set the equipment
in the hall as surplus. There are policies to be followed and some

are not following the policy. It is no wonder equipment is
allegedly missing.

I have read this statement consisting ofgzz pages. I have
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been given the opportunity to make corrections and additions. Tt is
true and correct to the best of my knowledge.

I have further been informed that this investigation was
initiated as a result of allegations provided by a whistleblower
and I fully understand that retaliation directed at the
whistleblower is unlawful and will not be tolerated.

My full name is Douglas Clinten BAILEY. I am a Seniorx
Executive Service (SES}) employee. My official title is Deputy
Administrateor (DA)/Chief Information Officer (CIO} of the
Information Technology Services (ITS), AMS, USDA located Iin

Washington, DC.. T became the DA in May 2000.

In my position as DA/CIC of ITS, I am responsible for
management of Information Technology across tThe agency. .
Approximsetely 3 years ago, in 2008, Science and Technology
separated from ITS. I manage the Information Technology policy,
infrastructure, and operations of the Agency.

1 was unaware there was an allaged problem with 1737 IT
inventory until Joseph HASTINGS, Information Technology
Specialist, wrote the Office of Special Counsel (0SC) which
initiated thils investigation. I would have hoped that HASTINGS
would have gone to his supervisor, Lisa DUKEMAN, if he honestly
believed that millions of dollars of IT equipment were actually
unaccounted for.

To my knowledge, ITS has not purchagsed millions of dollars
of IT equipment in the years I have been at USDA. The dollar
number just does not add up. I have no idea how HASTINGS could
of calculated this dollar figure. To my knowledge, we are not
migsing any IT equipment.

A system is in place where every year ITS5 is reguired to
certify the accountability of all IT equipment at or above the .
$5,000 dollar threshold. The Animal and Plant Health Inspection
Service (APHIS) is responsible for entering IT equipment at or
above $5,000 into the National Finance Cenfer (NFC) database.
Additionally ITS maintains its own equipment inventory listing

Tnitizls P&
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< to manage our IT equipment. If HASTINGS is doing his job,

this
list would reflect what IT eguipment is actually assigned to
ITS. The annual certification ig for 100% accountabllity of all

I7 equipment assigned to I78: it is not a randem sampling.

NFC through APHIS, provides a form identified as FPersonal
Property Physical Inventory Report (PROP-302). PRCP-302 is the
form sent yearly to ITS staff for certification and
accountabllity of IT eguipment at or cbove $5,000. Frank
FLUSTEL, Senlor Network Engineer, at one time, was responsible
for reviewing and certifying the PROP-302Z. Now FEUSTEL .and
DUKEMAN have the high-end equipment assigned to them under the
APHIS system so every year, they sign the certification that all
equipment ls accounted for at ITS.

I can also atate, that since APHIS has been providing these
reports, my staff reports to me that they are consistently
incorrect. Bvery year we make corrections and send them to
LPHIS and the following year we receive the report and it
reflgcts incorrect data. I am unaware of where the disconnect
is between APHIS,the WFC database, and ITS; but I do know it
appears te be broken. This is why we depend upon -our ITS
inventory list. '

_ While APHIS may have ilncorrect information, it is HASTINGS
primary responsibility To maintain an accurate inventory of ITS
eguipment. Of course, other ITS employees need to assist
HASTINGS in this effort. The spreadsheet of IT equipment, also
referred to in the 08C complaint as the Information Management
System (IMS), is HASTINGS responsibility to maintain.

I am not familiar with IntelliTrack however vyears ago there
was a system in place, I do not recall what it was called, where
you place a barcode on the eguipment, enter 1t into a system and
- then yearly, you would valldate the equipment througn scanning
the barcode. It was an interesting concept except the scan guns
did net work, sc¢ we stopped using the scan guns but continued
using the tags. I do not recall the name of that program.

To my knowledge HASTINGS has used the spreadsheet referred
to as the IMZ. If EASTINGS was directed to inventory an item he
would do it; I have not known him to not respond to directions.

Servers, routers and swiifches do not reguire a barcode.
This eguipment is not assigned to an employee, and there is no

motivation to want to take this equipment home for personal use,
These are rack mounted industrial components that would have no
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value to an individual consumer. They are also highly
speclalized devices that would not have any black market value
The servers, routers and switches are located in what is
referred to as a “lights-out” server room. This 18 a server
room that is only accessed when there is a problem; only certain
authorized ITS employees can access this room. Employees are
not randomly going in and out all day.

The Network Team and Server Team can perform thelr
functions from their workstations; they do not physicalily need
to access the server room unless there is a problem or situation
that nesds addressing. :

"I do not have access to the server room; my position does
not require routine access. If I need access to the server
room, I do so with one of the authorized personnel. HASTINGS
has the same ability; i1f he needs to inventory servers, routers
and switches to validate his IMS system, he can be granted
access. All HASTINGS has to do is ask.

Directive 202 is a tool to use as a guildeline. Common:
sense will tell you if the item can be easily carried out of the
building, then the item should ceontain a barcode. Such items
would be laptops, monitors, desktop computers, etc. Servers,
routers and switches are not items somecne can place under their
arm and walk out of the building without somecne asking a
gquestion.

Directive 202 does not specifically state what should and
should not be inventoried. It is merely a tool to prowvide
guidance. No other written guidance exists for HASTINGS to
follow as it relates to conducting IT equipment inventory.

If new servers, routers or switches are received in the ITS
Front Office, FEUSTEL or one of the members of the server team
would be responsible for moving the egquipment to the server
room. If we determine the ltem needs to be identified with an

inventory tag, we would suggest HASTINGS tag the item and he
could do it.

ZOLLICOEYER 1is the Server Team Leadey, and the senior
technician for virtual servers and enterprise storage. FEUSTEL
is the senior Network Team Leader and he has the immediate
control domain over the routers and switches.

IT5 has a Network Team and a Server Team. They are
responsible for the accountability of the servers, routers and
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switches as they pertaln to inventory and they arrange for
renewal of warranty services to keep these devices functional.

-HASTINGS does not monitoer the warranties for the servers,
routers or switches; that is not his respensibility. Servers,
routers, and switches are all coversd under the elther the )
Smartnet or HP warranty system of which FEUSTEL and ZOLLICO?VER
manage.

The agency would never pay for service to a server, router
or switch if the item ls under warranty; the Smartnet system
prevents this from occurring. The servers, routers and switches
IT9 has are covered under warranty with Smartnet. EZOLLICOFFER
and FEUSTEL maintaln the warranty contracts and are also
responsible for resolving any eguipment outages. 35¢ the
allegation that we are paying ‘for service to items that are
under warranty is incorrect. I have never known ITS to pay for
repairs to an item, when the item was under warranty. It would
be counter intuitive to request service outside of the warranty
because it would take longer to get response time.

HASTINGS job is to track the warranties for deskteop and
laptop computers, not servers, routers, and switches.

When new equipment is cordered, 1t i1s delivered to the ITS
Front Cffice. When the item is delivered to the ITS Front
Office, it is logged in on a clipboard that provides the name of

the recipient of the package, and the number of boxes being
delivered.

Tina WILLIAMS, Management Analyst, is contacted to |
reconcile the receiving report. After WILLIAMS reconciles the '
receilving reports and veérifies the item was ordered for ITS, she
contacts HASTINGS to inventory the merchandise when it is deesmed
by policy to be accountable property. After HASTINGS
inventories fhe merchandise, HASTINGS notifies the user their

-equlpment has arrived and either delivers the equvpment cr the
users plcks up the equipment from HASTINGS.

There may be times when HASTINGS is not in the office and
the user will pick up the package before HASTINGS has & chance
to inventory and barcede the merchandise,

When the situation transpires, HASTING, upon his return Lo
the workplace, would be informed that there is equipment that
~needs to be tagged.
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In reviewing the IMS spreadsheet, I can tell you there are
items on this list that do holt require a barcode and should not
be on the IMS.  Examples of this would be scftware; network
cards; switches, routers, servers; they do not reguire barcodes.
ITS is not going to inventory a network card and then place the
card inside a server or computer; it does not make sense; it
should not be on the IMS spreadsheset. '

HASTINGS may think we are out of contrel because we are not
complying with HASTINGS understanding of Directive 202.
Directive 202 has to be logically applied; HASTINGS obvicusly
misinterpreting the guidance in Directive 20Z.

I decide who in our c¢ffice has equipment at their
residence; and the only employees who retain equipment at theilr
residences are nmembers of the Network and Server Teams or staff
that have operational responsibilities in the Enterprise
Application Services Division. I will not make an employse come
into the office on the weekend or late night when the system can
be repaired by the employvee logging in from home.

I have never known a server, router or switch go missing
from ITS; 1t just does not happen. '

Charles BARCLAY departed ITS, AMS in 2007, and went to work
for the Forest Service in Albuquerque, New Mexico. BARCLAY has
not worked for ITS for many years so I am surprised his name is
in menticned in this allegation.

BARCLAY never took servers, routers or switches home to his
residence.

I have never heard that DUKEMAN or BARCLAY ever prevented
HASTINGS from conducting his inventory to ensure accountability
of the government eguipment. If HASTINGS needed access to the
server room, or cooperaticn from-any cother employee, all had to
do was ask. ) ‘ : o ’

The breezeway HASTINGS speaks about relates to a hallway in
the USDAR South Building that is open all day long from 7am to
Spm Monday through Friday. Our service desk personnel are
located in an office off this hallway so it remains open during
the day. At 5pm when the service desk closes, the door is
closed and locked till morning and any equipment stored in the
breezeway during the day is then secured overnight. HASTINGS
‘has access to this breezeway from 7am to 5bpm Monday through
Friday, as does all pesrsonnel,

BARCLAY was informed that this investigation was initiaied as a result of allegations provided
by & whistleblower and he stated he fully understood that retahatlon directed at the whistleblower
is unlawfil and will not be tolerated.

Charles BARCLAY, former ISS0, ITS, AMS, USDA, Washington, DC, was telephonically
interviewed regarding allegations that Lisa DUKEMAN and he prevented Joseph HASTINGS,
Information Technology Specialist, ITS, AMS, USDA, from maintaining & proper inventory of
. the Information Technology Service government equipment.

The allegation further states, due to lack of oversight TTS incurred service charges for products.
under warranty.

-BARCLAY was previously employed by USDA Forrest Service from January 1994 to February
1996. BARCLAY stated in 1996, he accepted the position of Information System Security

" Officer (IS80), GS8-9/11, with the Enterprise Management Section (EMS); (now referred to as

the Infrastructure Technology Section (IT8)), AMS, ITS, USDA from 1996 to March 2007,

 BARCLAY accepted 2 position with the Forrest Service and relocated to Albuquerque, New
Mexico. BARCLAY depaned IT8, AMS, USDA in March of 2047,

In 2001 to 2002, BARCLAY became the Branch Chief of BMS, which was later renamed fo
Infrastructure Management Branch (IMB). BARCLAY stated after his departure from ITS in

March 2007, the group name changed agein from IMB to Infrastructure and Operations Division
(I0D).

BARCLAY stated his information technology responsibilities surrounded anything IT that
touched all AMS programs. This would include exchange servers, routers and switches. The
Internet was managed by Robert FIDUK,
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BARCLAY stated he never supervised HASTINGS. BARCLAY stated HASTINGS had always
had a problem with him. BARCLAY said there was one instance where HASTINGS had access
to the server room and while performing his job, he accidentaily formatted the Exchange Server,
BARCLAY stated it took over 90 hours to repair the damage from HASTINGS accident;

" BARCLAY stated that is when he and HASTINGS began to have problems with him,

BARCLAY stated no policy was in place that required he notify HASTINGS when new
_equipment arrived. BARCLAY said he never told HASTINGS he could not inventory his
equipment and never denied him access to equipment.

BARCLAY said all purchases were processed through Tina WILIAMS, Management Analyst,
AMS,; USDA. When equipment was ordered, the equipment would come into the ITS Front
Office, WILLIAMS would be contacted by whoever was in the ITS Front Office. WILLIAMS
would then reconcile and confirm the purchase was actually for ITS and not another office.

After WILLIAMS would verify the purchase was actually for ITS, she would then notify Joseph
HASTINGS that the item could be inventoried, if necessary.

When orders were made for IT equipment for ITS, BARCLAY would obtain the quotes from
vendors and provide the material to Doug BAILEY, Deputy Administrator, ITS. BAILEY
would verbally approve or reject the request. If the request was verbaily approved, BARCLAY
would then provide the quote to WILLIAMS who would then enter the item into Acquisition
Control System {ACS). Once in the ACS, BARCLAY would again review what WILLIAMS
placed in the ACS for confirmation. Once BARCLAY verified the request for puzchase
WILLIAMS would take the request to BAILEY for final approval.

BARCLAY stated when routers were received from the vendor to ITS-, they were delivered from
the vendor to the ITS Fromt Office. BARCLAY stated he would configure the router and then
ship the itern out to the respective site. BARCLAY did not recalt if routers required barcoding or
if they were just slipped without being barcoded. BARCLAY stated he has not performed this
function since leaving ITS in 2007 so he is a little sketchy on the process.

BARCLAY stated BASTINGS had ample time fo barcode any equipment if it required
barcoding, prior to the item being shipped out to a field office.

BARCLAY stated there is an arca called the breezeway. This area is open from 7am to Spm
Monday through Friday, The breezeway was used to store large picces of equipment such as

“racks, servers, routers and switches prior to the items being sent out or moved into the server
room. HASTINGS had access to the breezeway like everyone else.

BARCLAY stated when he was in ITS, the switches were leased and did not belong to AMS so
they did not require accountability such as barcoding. They were not Government property.

BARCLAY said he did have a locked office which is now Lisa DUKEMAN’s office.
BARCLAY stated the office was too small to store large items so he stored them in the
breezeway. BARCLAY said the only items he stored in his office, in 2 cabinet, were cell
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phones.

BARCLAY said he does not recall exactly what the procedurs was regarding barcoding of IT
equipment. He said HASTINGS would come mnto the server room and barcode equipment.

BARCLAY provided there was never a time when ITS paic for repair work on an item under
warranty. He staied the warranty system in place did not allow this to transpire. The only items
that were replaced on servers were the hard drives when they would go bad. BARCLAY stated
he was very meticulous when if came to spending the Governmen:’s money.

BARCLAY had no knowledge of HASTINGS’ spreadsheet.

BARCLAY stated he never took routers, switches or servers home with him, BARCLAY stated
he did not know the life cycle of the routers, switches or servers and there was a time when
routers and switches were leased versus owned by the Government.

BARCLAY stated HASTINGS was responsible for surplusing equipment. BARCLAY said hard
~ drives required sanitizing before being excessed and this too was HASTINGS responsibility.

" Ytems awaiting surpius were stored in a cage in the USDA South sub basement until the items

were transferred for destruction or transfer.

(USEA} , knowing this statement willl be used in evidence.

I have further been informed that this investigation
was initiated as a result of allegations provided by a
whistleblower and I fully understand that retaliation

directed at the whisdtleblower is unlawful and will not he
tolerated.

My full name is Lisa Linette DUKEMAN. I am a GS~15,
Director, Infrastructure and Operations Division (IOD),
Information Technology Service (IT5}), AMS, USDA, located in
Washington, DC. Most of my time with USDA has been with
BMS. I was promoted to Dirsctor around May 2007.

My immediate supervisor is Douglas RAILEY, Chief
Information Cfficer, ITS, AMS, Washington, DC.

I have been with AMS since 1983 in various IT positions
to include Systems Administrator: Helpdesk; E-Business and
finally Branch Chief in May 2007. I replaced Charles
BARCLAY when he departed ITS in MAY 2007.

in my positicen as Director, I0D, I oversee and maintain
aperaticns of the servers; storage; switches; routers;
authentication of users on the network; telecomm matters;
lackberries; and service desk/helpdesk. '
I do not have a college degree however 1 have many
years of hands cn Information Technology knowledge.

I am surprised Joseph HASTINGS, Computer Specialist,
10D, ITS, RMS, USDA, picked a subject to complain about that
is his dutles and responsibilities. The matter that he
brings to the Office of Special Counsel’s {0SC) attention is
nis actual responsibility.

Exhibic _ \ T o
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I am familiar with the spreadsheet that HASTINGS .
created. HASTINGS brought this spreadsheet with him when he
wag reassigned to the Division I supervise.

"I supervise 15 emplovees; HASTINGS is one of those 15
employees. HASTINGS is a G3-13 Computer Specialist. 1T
expect him to know how to perform his job responsibilities.
As stated in his performance slements an all other G5-13's
and twe technical 14’s, he should perform with little teo no
guidance from his supervisor. Inventory, barcoding and
surplusing of all equipment are HASTINGS responsibility.

My primary concern for barcoding is naturally the
laptops and desktop computers. Laptops and desktops are
much easier stolen out of an office than servers, routers or
switches. While I have informed HASTINGS I want and expect
a complete lnventory, my primary responsibility is laptops
and desktop cemputers. HASTINGS job is to inventory the new
items when they come into the ITS Front Office; setup new
systems if necessary; barcode the eguipment before
digsemination to the user; surplusing of all ITS equipment;
and updating and completing annually, the inventory PROP-302
reports. :

Just recently I began delegating the computer setups to
other service desk staff members so that everyone 1is
familiar with how to setup desktop/laptop computers.

Servers/Storage are Jeff ZOLLICOFFER’s and the
Server/Storage Team’s responsibility. Frank FEUSTEL and the
Network Team handles installation and control of all routers
and switches. ZOLLICOFFER actually barcodes his sguipment in
Lakewcod, Colorado and reports his information back to
HASTINGS. HASTINGS provided ZOLLICOEFER with the 60040

series for barcoding purposes. To my knowledge 6600 is
strictly Colorado,

HASTINGS responsibility regarding these items is to
ensure they are barcoded and entered into the IMS
spreadsheet. HASTINGS brought the spreadsheet with him when
he was transferred to my Bivision. As with all employees
after the consclidation of the Technical Resource Branch
inte IOD he maintained his current duties. '

HRSTING had told me that the portion of the spreadsheet
that addressed servers, routers and switches was missing
information. Even though he could have sasily retrieved
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equipment information, especially here in DC, I instructed
FEUSTEL and ZOLLICOFFER to update their equipment in the
spreadsheet.

1 do not know at this time whether HASTINGS updated the
spreadshest with the information that FEUSTEL and
ZOLLICOFFER provided. He has never voilced concern cover
desktop/laptop egulipment that he could not locate or need
information on. I do not recall HASTINGS ever bringing up
Directive 202. ' '

I do not recall HASTINGS telling me that he had surplus
equipment without barcodes on it. Surplus eguipment is also
the responsibility of HASTINGS, if equipment is available
for barcoding, it is reascnable to assume it is not
unaccounted for.

When a new plece of IT eqguipment arrives at the USDA
South Building, the 178 Front Office receives the '
merchandise unless such equipment is too large or heavy to
be placed in the ITS Front Office in which case that
equipment is housed in the lab, the data center, or the
hallway leading to the server room. Then Laurie ADAMS,
Management Analyst, ITS, AMS contacts Tina WILLTAMS,
Management Analyst, and WILLIAMS verifies the equipment
belongs to ITS. Once verified, WILLIAMS contacts HASTINGS
for notification that the equipment has arrived,

If the equipment is taken before the barcode is placed
on the item, then I cannot ensure the item ia barcoded at
the time of arrival. However all equipment under HASTINGS'
purview, with the exception of the hardware in Colorado is
local to the first floor, 7™ wing and easily attainable in
cases where 1t gets released to the end user/requestor prior
to the barceding process.

I went into our server room on October 26, 2011, after
speaking with AMS Compliance to see how many items were
missing barcodes. What I witnessed in the server room was
only the newer hardware was missing barcodes. The eguipment
is located in the AMS data center physically secured with
badge reader access only and poses minimal risk for removal,
This newer equipment includes a shipment of racks and
hardware received late last week.

The mere size of the eguipment required my staff to
find secure places to house the delivery as the shipment
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once arrived had been placed in front of an elevator bank
and the outside entrance to the building. My immediate
concern with the hardware being dropped there upon arrival
was bullding safety personnel coming through as the
elevators and entrance were blocked. The equipment in this
delivery will all be housed in the secure data center.

HASTINGS has been frequently out of the office on leave
since the arrival of the hardware s0 no barcoding of this
hardware has taken place to date.

In a recent staff meeting, as well as many other times
in recent past, I informed FEUSTEL and ZOLLICOFFER that they
needed to provide their equipment information to HASTINGS.

I am aware that they did meet this reguirement.

Since becoming HASTINGS supervisor, I have not ordered
computer egquipment for myself. HASTINGS builds many of the
system reguirements online so he sheould %¥now what is being
purchasad for me. However, there is no reguirement that I -
inform HASTINGS when I am making a purchase.

The Acguisition Control System (ACS) is the preocurement
system uséed by ITS for éntering and tracking all
precurements. This system has besen in place in ITS for more
than 5 vyvears. : :

Approximately two years ago, in 200%, T granted
HASTINGS access to the procurement ACS. At any time he can
access this program and see what is being ordered for IOD.
Nothing i1s precluding him from doing so. Orders are then
approved by me and then Judith DUDLEY, Associate Deputy
Chief Information Officer (DCIO) and BAILEY, simultaneously
receive notification of a pending procurement. '

HASTINGS is the ITS Asset Manager. He is tasked with
the responsibility of the inventory. Understand even though
this is in his performance plan, I have never written him up

or verbally discussed action or non-acticns to maintain the
inventory.

I am unaware that HASTINGS was reviewing purchase
orders with WILLIAMS in the Compliance Administrative
Office. WILLAMS is responsible for placing the orders with
the vendors that have been approved in the ACS system. T am
glad to see HASTINGS took the initiative to be proactive and
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reviewed the orders to see what was being purchased but I
did not instruct him to do . so.

I believe the office is required to conduct a complete
inventory yearly; ITS uses HASTINGS IMS spreadsheet for this
process. HASTINGS’ IMS spreadsheet, minus the AD-302s is
all we have for inventory tracking purposes.

I recall HASTINGS performing a desk audit of our
eguipment 3 or 4 times per year, in past years. What he
does with this report, I cannot tell you other than he posts
this on the AMS Internal Corporate Portal. The current IMS
spreadsheet 1s not password protec ed and can be altered by
anyone in ITS.

I do not r@call the pxogram, IntelliTrack. I have no
inowledge of this program. ‘

APHIS provides me with a PROP-302 form yeéarly. The
PROP~302 for is ldentified as the Personal Property Physical
Inventory Report. This report is an 1nventory of all IT
items owver or at the Cost of $5800

There are only a few items that fall under the window
of sensitive: Laptops, desktops, two way radios; and
firearms. These four items require inventory and reporting
to APHIS.

APHIS takes all items over 55,000 and requires we
report this information to their office. HASTINGS is
responsible for recording this information and providing it
to APHIS. T can tell you from reviewing the yearly form
APHIS sends to me that their data is not correct. Take for
instance the year 2010; you see a total of 20 items listed
under my control. I can tell you this is not correct, we
nave much more IT equipment. It seems to take years fox
APHIS to catch-up when we provide them updated inventory

lists. I think BASTINGS deals directly with Michael HANCOCK
in APHIS.

HANCOCK provides the yearly PROP-302 forms to me to
certify the IT equipment accountability.. HASTINGS or I sign
this form yearly. The person responsible for providing
HANCOCK the updates .of new or old equipment coming into the
inventory is HASTINGS. In addition, HASTINGS is responsible
for providing the AD-107, identified as the Report of
Transfer or Other Disposition or Construction of Property
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Form. This form is used to. excess or transfer eguipment.
This form is provided o HANCOCK by HASTINGS for excessing,
donating, . and/or transferring of IT egquipment to other
‘entities. HASTINGS does not provide me with the signed copy
of the PROP-302.

There is a cage in the basement of the USDA South
Building where HASTINGS stores ITS excess egquipment that is
pending disposition. ©On my staff, HASTINGS is the only one
with a key. I am unaware if HASTINGS keeps the key hanging
in his cubicle or where the key is located. - The only items
that are supposed to be in the cage are items awaiting
excess or transfer. At times, if we want to retain a plece’
of furniture, we store this in the cage.

I was told by HASTINGS that there are approximately 700
hard drives waiting degaussing that are in the cage. These
hard drives are a product of ITS3, and all other program
areas within AMS. Since our office is the only office that
has the degaussing equipment, ITS now holds the
regponsibility for degaussing and disposal of the drives
currently on hand. :

HASTINGS is .aware I reguire a complete inventory
listing and I am aware that FEUSTEL and ZOLLICORFER have
prov1ded him with their inventory listings.

The employees whose Position Descriptions (PD} state
that they have 24 by 7 on call element are granted access to
the server room. HASTINGS PD does not have this
requirement. If HASTINGS needs to cbtain access into the
server room to conduct inventory or place barcodes on
equipment, all he has to do is ask one of the server team
members, or network team members or me and we will let him
into the server room. HASTINGS has never asked me to let
him into the server room to conduct inventory. Ewven BRILEY,
my supervisor, does not have access to this room.

Several years ago USDA 0IG did an audit of the security
of our server room. After the audit we were informed ths
room was not secure enough and we needed to change the
process that is when we were advised to keep acceéss to the
data center strictly to those who need it.

T do not know 1f Charles BBRCLAY, former Branch Chief
of I0D, ITs, AMS, ever got in HASTINGS face and said he
could not inventory his equipment; you will have to ask-

BARCLAY. I replaced BARCLAY when he depérted in 2007. I anm
unaware 1f BARCLAY supervised HASTINGS, he may have for a

few months, but I am nct sure, you will have to ask BARCLAY
or BAILEY.

I never witnessed BARCLAY removing government eguipment
from the building for use at his personal residence. 1 have
never been to his personal residence. I do not know if
BARCLAY took routers or switches home to configure themnm,
again you would have to agk BARCLAY. '

I never prevented HASTINGS from entering IT eqﬁipment
into his IMS spreadsheet.

I am familiar with Directive 202. ITS is presently in
the process of re-working a lot of our Directives and
HASTINGS is working on a few of them to include Directive
202. 1 told HASTINGS if the 4 hour time stated in the
Directive is not enough to perform his inventory
responsibilities, all he has to do is make a recommendation
and I will consider the recommendation within reason.

The breezeway HASTINGS talks about is a hallway that
leads Lo two other offices that my staff members reside in
and leads te the steel deoor to the server room. This
hallway is open all day long from 7am to 5pm and closes
after hours and 18 secure.

We sometimes store eguipment in the breezeway but
HASTINGS has access to this area during the day, just not
after hours.

There are times when eguipment comes in that we may
need to store it in my office or an office beciuse we cannot
leave the items in the ITS Front Office if they are taking
up the front office area. 8o I have stored items in my

office. The only tTime my door is locked is when I am away
" from the office. My door is usually cpen during the day
unlezs T am in a meeting, then it might be closed.

There are Standard Operating Procedures for Networks;

and the Server Team. This too was a result of the 0IG
audit. ' :

Servers, routers and switches are all covered under
warranties. You log onto the website of the manufacturer,
such as Hewlett Packard {HP) and it immediately tells you
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what ltems are under warranty and what items are not. To my
knowledge, since I have been the supervisor, at no time did
10D pay for work on a server, router or switch that was
covered under warranty. The varicus websites we access to
view our warranty infcrmation does not permit you to pay for
something under warranty. I am alsc not the final approval
for procurements on eguipment. BAILEY and DUDLEY are above
me in the approval chain for all procurements.

Previously the lifew-cycle for servers was usually 3
years but since we were under budget constraints it was not
uncommon for us fo extend a warranty a 4% year and then
excess the server the 5% year. Routers and switches have
about 5 year’s shelf life.

HASTINGS may not inherently know if something is up for
expiration or is expired, his job comes in when something
needs to be excessed. HASTINGS would not make the decision
te extend the warranty or replace the device.

FEUSTEL and ZOLLICOFFER would have this knowledge and

they maintain the warranties to ensure our eguipment has
coverage.

I have said to HASTINGS a few times, do not worry about
it at that moment, we will get it later ags it relates o
inventory. HASTINGS has never come to me with his concerns:
about not being able to perform this Job. function.

I presently have three laptops in my possession. Two
are my older laptops that I have retained so that I may
transition my files over to the new laptop; and the third is
‘my new laptop that I just recently received. My laptops are
barcoded and HASTINGS has inventoried them. It is unclear if
the information on these three laptops is in the IMS
spreadshsst, '

I am not in possession of a laptop that T keep at my
residence. I only have the three laptops of which all are
in my office and barcoded. ‘

HASTINGS does not have a backup person to perform his
inventory duties and responsibilities.

There are always variances when accounting for
inventory. The disposition of some IT items will require
backtracking and barcoding, this is HASTINGS job.
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I do not believe BAILEY was aware of a problem with the
IT8 inventory. He trusts me to perform my Job and this is
part of my responsibility. BAILEY trusis his staff to
perform thelr jobs; I trust my staff to perform their Jobs.

T have read this statement consilsting of 9 pages. I
have been given the opportunity to make corrections and
additions. It is true and.corxect to the best of my
knowledge. -

I have further been informed that this investigation was
initiated as a result of allegations provided by a whistleblower
and I fully understand that retaliation directed at the '
whistleblower is unlawful and will not be tolerated.

My full name is Joseph Pal HASTINGS. I am a GS-13,
Computer Specialist, with Infrastructure and Operations Division
(I0D) USDA, AMS, Information Technology Service ({ITS) located in
Washington, DC. I have worked fox 10D, AMS since June 2002. I
have been in this position Ffor approximately 9 years and 4
months ., ’

Prior to working at USDA, I was employed by the miiitary
for 20 years. I was medically discharged from the military.

My immediate supervisqr is Lisa DUKEMAN, Director, IOD,
ITS. My second line superviscr is Doug Bailey, Deputy
Administrator, ITS..

My job responsibilities entail Tier III technical support
for the service desk and policy recommendations related to
desktop suppert. I am also responsible for configuration
management of desktop/laptop computers. I malintain the
Information Management System (IMS) which is a spreadsheet in
Excel that illustrates all IT inventory purchased by ITS.

T first learned that my PD would be changed in April 2011
when Lisa DUKEMAN stated I would like you to continue with the
inventory as you did for FPrank FEUSTEL. I received my new
peaition description (PD) on QOctober 3, 2011, which states under
Duties and Responsibilities, that I ssrve as the ITS Asset
Manager with contractual and inventory functions to support
lifecycle management and strategic decision-making for the IT
eguipment. The asset manager is charged with gaining and
maintaining control of all IT inventory, increasing
accountabllity to insure compliance, enhancing performarice of
assets and reduction through standardization, proper
documentation, and loss detection
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I filed my complaint with 03C on August 8, 201iL. I was
contacted by Kevin WILSON, 08SC, who requested supporting
documentation in responsze Lo my letter T sent te 08C regarding
IT egquipment inventory. WILSON stated he wanted the spreadsheet
T maintained and the Directive 202. I provided both items to
WILSON -as requested.

T did not state in my complaint'tb 0SC that ITS was paying
for IT equipment inventory repairs that should have been covered
under the IT eguipment warranty. WILSON, OSC, asked if it was
pogsible that ITS was paying for repairs on IT equipment that
should have been paid for under a warranty, and I sald yes, it
is possible.

I added the Status column on the spreadsheet in mid to late
July 2011, djust prior to sending the document to 03C. My
thought process was that I would use this column to verify if an
item was active, decommissioned, surplused, transferred, etc. I
did not have time to complete this process when 0SC contacted me
and requested the spreadsheet. I sent OSC what I had to date,
which 1s what 03C provided to you however the Status column was
not complete because I had not completed my inventory review.

When I interviewed over the telephone with Charles BARCLAY,
former 1T supervisor, he offered me a $5,000 benus if I came . to
ITS. Two positions were open at that time, Tier III with
Michelle KOFF or Senicr Service Administrator, with Charles
BARCIAY. I did not think BARCLAY was very friendly when I spoke

~with him so I accepted the position with KOFF. BARCLAY was mad
at me for accepting the peosition with KOFF versus him. I did’
recelve the 35,000 bonus a few weeks later.

Shortly after I was hired in 2002, I was instructed to
install two patches on the Exchange Server, version 5.3. I ran
the install and when 1 rebooted the system, it crashed. I had
just recently come to. USDA so I naturally was veéry concerned
abpout the incident. The system was down for three weeks due to

installing the patches that crashed the system.

I lost accegss to the server room when Frank Feustel, my
superviscr at the time, took over the server room scometime in
2010. I am unaware of anyone else that had their access
removed. T do not know 1f he just forgot to update my access
card permissions or what transpired, I Just know I lost access.
I informed DUREMAN and FEUSTEL and they did not seem concerned.
I have gone into the server room to conduct the inventory but
had asked someone to allow me access; my access to the room iIs
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not in an escorted manner. I am allowed to have access without
an escort.

The Property Form 302's aré provided by Michael HANCOCK, on
a yearly basils for review and return.

Country, Description of the items and the Start Date and End Date of the warranty.

The assignment of a Service Tag and Express Service Code is provided by Dell. The process is
automatic with a new purchase and totally separate and apart from the TTS IMS spreadsheet data.
If an itemn is out of warranty, the days remaining are illustrated as zero.
